MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

AGENDA:  No changes

MINUTES – September 10th Meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member More to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $47,795.74.  Motion carried unanimously.

FOUR SEASONS ICE ARENA – Terry Meyers and Steve Howarth:  Mr. Meyers, chairman of the Joint Powers Board for the Arena, reported that Mantorville’s representative had recently resigned and it was important to replace him as soon as possible.  The Board meets once/quarter or more often, if necessary.  Mr. Howarth reported on the operation of the Arena.  The ice time will be raised this year from $100 to $115.  He stated that there are eight  (8) years remaining on the bond and that this is the 5th year as of December.  Mayor Carlson will inquire at the Citizen’s Group meeting if anyone is interested in serving on the Joint Powers Board.

VERTICAL PARTNERS – Bill Westbrook:  Mr. Westbrook and City Attorney Roger Petersen had communicated and suggested several changes to the agreement prior to adoption.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to approve entering into a proposed agreement which has now been finalized but will be subject to Mr. Petersen’s final review.  Motion carried unanimously.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  

• Mayor Carlson reminded the Council that October 7th – 13th is Minnesota Cities Week and that Mantorville’s open house will be on October 9th from 6 – 8 p.m.

• She reported on two (2) open burning violations within the City limits during the past couple weeks.  The Sheriff’s Department suggested that the City pass its own open burning ordinance.  Member Wilke stated that the State Statute should be adequate and a local one is unnecessary.  Mayor Carlson was asked to write a letter to Sheriff Weber asking his department to enforce the State law.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

• Member Lamphere reported that 17+ tickets for underage drinking and disorderly conduct were written September 22nd during and after the Johnny Holmes concert.

• UPDATE ON DEBRIS ORDINANCE VIOLATIONS:

* Member Larsen reported that the Gerald Miller property on Stagecoach Road continues to be in violation of the debris ordinance.  Mr. Petersen will ask the Sheriff’s Department to ticket the violator.

* Member Wilke will contact Butch Schwartz at the Antiques & Collectibles Mall about the construction storage shed still in his parking lot.

* Sue Iverson will be contacted again about the condition of her property.

* The mobile home park has “junk” vehicles parked on the property.

* Mark Stevens will be asked to take photos of several other locations.

• Member Wilke asked that the Maintenance Department be reminded about replacing the “no parking” sign on 4th Street.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT – Roger Petersen:  
• Mr. Petersen reported that City residents can not be billed for fire calls and recommended that the Council repeal May 11th, 1998 Resolution which authorized the billing.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to repeal the Resolution Charging City Residents for Fire Calls to be Paid by Insurance Companies.  Motion carried unanimously.

• He also reviewed a letter from the Fire Department to their members concerning Hepatitis vaccinations mandated by the State.  Member Lamphere said that it is a standard release form so no action was necessary.

• Mr. Petersen reported on the criteria and procedure to annex property into the City, in this case the Richard Finley property.  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to  proceed with the annexation procedure. Discussion: The City Clerk was asked to send a letter to the Finley’s acknowledging receipt of their request dated September 12th, 2001 and to authorize the City Clerk to send notice concerning Statute 414.033, Subd 13.  Motion carried with Members More, Lamphere, Larsen and Wilke voting aye and Mayor Carlson voting nay.

FIRE DEPARTMENT’S PROPOSAL TO REPLACE CUBE VAN – Roger Nolte and Dale Brannan:  The Firemen have located a newer (1990) Ford Cube Van that would be used as a personnel carrier.  It only has 80,000 miles compared to 156,000 miles on the current cube van.  Asking price is $6,300 plus an estimated additional $1,000 for conversion items.  The Council took a 5-minute intermission to take a look at the van.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to allow the Fire Department to purchase it.  Motion carried unanimously.

ORDERLY ANNEXATION – Duane Johnson and Joyce Iverson:  Mr. Johnson and Ms Iverson distributed preliminary information explaining the orderly annexation coordination.  Currently, they are working with Ashland Township and the City of Dodge Center.  Kasson has an agreement in place with Mantorville Township.  Member More suggested that the Council review the handouts prior to making a decision and discuss it at the October 8th meeting.  Mr. Johnson asked that the Council let his office know how they wish to proceed.

CITY ENGINEER REPORT – Bill Angerman:  Mr. Angerman reported that the Health Department is backed up with anticipation of a state-employee strike.  They have not yet released the final list for revolving loan funding.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  

• it appears that Mediacom is finally adding cable service to the north end of Chestnut Street;


• the Zumbro Valley Treasure Hunters want do their annual hunt on Goat Island on October 6th;

• asked if the Council wished to print LMC’s letter to the editor explaining the new property tax law changes.  Council took no action.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 9:35 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
