MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Acting Mayor, Annie Brannan, called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

2. Additions/Deletions to agenda – Add under new business, Mantorville Relief Association and memo from Julie Frosch.

3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Abel, second by Member Nash to approve the warrant list as written.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Correspondence – No discussion

5. Public comments – Rich Balcome addressed the council regarding his driveway.  From the last rain he now has a dam in front of his front door.  Matt Brekke built a temporary berm to prevent any more water from collecting there.  Mr. Balcome did talk to another contractor to get a bid on repairing the driveway since SJ Louis was not doing the job right.  The cost he received was from John Olive in the amount of $1,200.  Mr. Balcome would like to have permission from the Council to go ahead and have another contractor fix the driveway once and for all and have SJ Louis just subtract that amount from the bottom end dollar in the final billing.  Pete Engstrom of WHKS was present and did address the situation.  SJ Louis is aware of the situation and did fix the driveway the last time to include the “swale” that Mr. Balcome asked for.  To fix the driveway the way Mr. Balcome wants is going above and beyond the original condition of the driveway.  It is likely that there was all ready a problem prior to the project being done as Mr. Balcome moved in just weeks before the begin date of the project.  Council Member Reding commented that the driveway now sits higher than it did before the project.  Pete will be in contact with SJ Louis regarding letting another contractor do the work.  They, WHKS or SJ Louis, will try to have an answer to Mr. Balcome by the end of the week regarding hiring another contractor or a date for completion of the driveway.  

6. Old Business – 

a) Recommendations on Ordinances from Planning and Zoning; The Planning and Zoning Committee has reviewed the following ordinances; Non-Domestic Animals, Livestock Ordinance No.87, Animal Units, and Planning and Zoning Commission Ordinance.  Their recommendations will go to the City Attorney for final review then be brought to Council for final approval.  P/Z is recommending a cap be put on animal units and elimination of the secretary position on the P/Z Commission.  City Council does not want to see that position eliminated.  If no one on the Commission is willing to take the role as secretary, then meetings will be done by City staff from the recorded meetings.

b) Updated list of Planning and Zoning Members – An updated list of P/Z members and their terms was submitted to the Council.

c) Request for donation from the Chamber of Commerce – The Mantorville Chamber of Commerce submitted a list of expenses and donations received for 2006.  They are requesting additional donations to help fund the expenses.  The City Council will discuss this at budget talks.
d) Water and Sewer Connection Fee’s – Discussion on the WAC/SAC and Connection charges for water sewer.  When the City passed the ordinance did they clarify if this was for new development only or infill also?  Staff is to get clarification on this. 

7. New Business – 

a) Park Rules Ordinance – Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Abel to approve an ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING CERTAIN RULES FOR THE USE OF PUBLIC PARKS WITHIN THE CITY OF MANTORVILLE, MINNESOTA.  Motion passed unanimously.  
b) Southern Minnesota Initiative Foundation – The SMIF is requesting a donation from the City.  Discussion regarding donations will take place on Saturday at the retreat.  No donations will take place at this time.

c) LMC Training; City’s Role in Impaired, Storm, Waste, And Drinking Water – Information to Council on this information session.  Council is encouraged to attend if possible.

d) Signs for 5th Street East – Matt Brekke is to get some pricing for these signs that will designate a bike path route along 5th Street East and bring back to Council.
e) State Population Estimates – The State Demographic Center released the 2005 population and household estimates.  The population estimate for April 1, 2005 is 1,191 and the household estimate of April 1, 2005 is 425.

f) Resolution 2006-04 Approval of Election Judges – Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Brannan to approve Resolution 2006-04 A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE APPOINTMENT OF ELECTION JUDGES FOR THE PRIMARY AND GENERAL ELECTION.  Motion passed unanimously.

g) Personnel Evaluations; Matt Brekke, Karen Khavari and Cami Reber – staff requested that their yearly evaluations be done in an open meeting.  Evaluation summary’s were read to each employee and are on file at City Hall.

h) Public Works Streets Report – Matt Brekke was present to give an update on the Public Works Streets.  
· He asked the Council for their input on putting pop machines at Mantor Field and Riverside Park.  Profit raised from the sales could go into a special Park Fund set up specifically for field equipment or other park related equipment.  The Council agreed by a consensus on moving forward with the pop machines in 2007.  It is too late in the year to start this now.  The set up costs will be allocated for during budget time.  
· Discussion on the RV dump site – Council agreed that there will not be any business dumping allowed.  It is there for the RV campers only.

i) City Engineers Report – Pete Engstrom was present from WHKS to give an update on projects in town.  

· NW W/S Project – the asphalt has been marked for patching, the underground pipe installation has been completed and the punch list will be done on the final walk through which is not scheduled as of yet. 

· 5th Street East Study – copies of the study extending out to Bergmann Drive will be ready for the retreat.
