MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, JUNE 25, 2007
6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Gall
2. Additions/Deletions to Agenda - None
3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding to accept the following consent agenda as written:

a)   City Council Meeting Minutes: June 11, 2007
b) Warrant List: June 25, 2007 plus addendum
c) Planning & Zoning Commission Meeting Minutes: April 16, 2007, May 21, 2007 & June 6, 2007
A friendly amendment by Mayor Gall stating that the payment be made to the City Auditor only upon acceptance of the audit by the Council later that evening when John Nelson presents the Audit.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Correspondence – FYI only.  Member Brannan asked Matt for clarification on the pulling of the wells and when that may happen.  Matt is not sure at this point.  Omni Environmental will contact him.  There are still some final things that need to be completed with the paperwork.
5. Public Concerns:
a) Lynette Nash – She is concerned about the removal of the parking spot in front of the Chocolate Shop.  She would like to have the Council reconsider this.  She feel’s it is not a site or safety concern.  Parking is a premium in the City and the Council is removing two of the prime parking spots.  Member Brannan would like to take a look at this area again before any decision is made.  Mayor Gall suggested that for this season to leave things as is and not remove the parking spot.  Get the back doors installed on the fire hall building and reassess the parking spot in the future.  The crosswalk signs are a greater problem for the Fire Department than the visibility issue.  Mayor Gall suggested looking at getting those signs removed or replaced. 

b) Billy Glawe – Has issues on the removal of the dam that is being discussed.  Mayor Gall discussed the problem with the wall along the dam and discussion will take place later in the meeting on the options available.  Billy Glawe is willing to put together a citizens group to help with the repairs of the dam. 

c) Ron Schrafel – A resident in the NW W/S Project area wants to know if they are complete in the landscaping of the project area.  Bill Angerman spoke to give a status report.  The contract is still open and not complete; the retainage has not been paid.  The contract stays open until the Council agrees the project is complete.  Member Brannan asked if a list should be put together showing each property owner and what the owner feel’s still needs to be done. The punch list is still not complete.  There is a lot of dissatisfaction with the residents and Cory has been keeping a list of the resident’s complaints.  Discussion on the ramifications of the job not being done in a complete manner were discussed.  A letter will be sent out to all of the residents in the project area asking them to sign off saying things are or are not complete.  There will be a deadlock date for the return of the letter.  If a resident does not return the letter by the date listed, they are stating that the work is complete and they have no further complaints.
6. Old Business
a) NW Water/Sewer Clean-up Progress - WHKS
b) Mantorville Dam – GGG Engineering – Mike Opat was present to discuss the issues with the Mantorville dam.  There are safety issues with the wall that need to be dealt with.  The City has not instructed any work to be done at this time but GGG has some options available.  The first option that would involve a minor temporary fix and bringing in a jack hammer with a cost of $10,000.  The second option would involve more restoration at a cost of $50,000.  No matter how much you spend at this point whether it is a minor or more in depth fix, there is no guarantee to how long the rest of the area will hold up until it becomes a larger and more expensive fix.  Discussion on the timing of the fixing and the best way to get it done before Marigold Days.  GGG is going to have some discussion with Bill and Billy Glawe and get back to the Council.
c) SEMCAC – Donation Request – The item is tabled until the Council has a current YTD budget.
d) Resolution 2007-11 - A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF FACILITATING THE FUTURE OF THE CURRENT MANTORVILLE INTERMEDIATE SCHOOL – will be reviewed with the council meeting tapes to make sure the proper changes were made.
e) Resolution 2007-10 - A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF A SCHOOL BEING LOCATED IN 

       MANTORVILLE – will be reviewed with the council meeting tapes to make sure the proper changes were made.
f)    Ordinance 50.03 – Water & Sewer Service Bills & Rates – Review – The ordinance does not state that all new construction will be required to have one meter per unit/dwelling.  The proper procedures will be done to take of this amendment.
7. New Business
a) Recommendation on Asche Land Use Proposal from Planning & Zoning & Request for Comment on Land Use Proposal – Michael Asche – Addition of one (1) non-farm dwelling – No comments on this land use proposal.
b) Recommendation on Harris Land Use Proposal from Planning & Zoning & Request for Comment on Land Use Proposal – Jay Harris – Preliminary Plat for Subdivision – Planning and Zoning are recommending that a stipulation be put in the covenants that say that if the City were to run water and sewer lines out to this area, all landowners will be required to hook up to municipal services.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Gall to accept this recommendation and pass it on to the County.
c) Resolution 2007-019 - Authorizing Facsimile Signatures for Payment of City Claims – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Gall to accept Resolution 2007-19 as written.  This resolution will add the name of Assistant City Clerk Karen Khavari to the list of authorized signatures for the City.  The Assistant City Clerk is authorized to sign checks and/or documents in the absence of the City Clerk.  Motion passed unanimously. 

d) Request from the MN Association of Small Cities to join  - $683.25 (Approximately 335 Members) – The Mayor is interested in knowing what benefits of joining this organization would have.  This will be tabled until further benefits may be brought forward.
e) Audit Presentation by John Nelson – John Nelson, Mantorville Auditor, was present to present the Audit.  Overall cash balances at the end of December are 1,566,000.  Several cash balances are reserved; set aside and cannot be spent except for which it is set aside for.   Motion made by Member Bauman second by Member Leitzen to accept the 2006 Audit.  Motion passed unanimously.
f) Personnel Policy – Member Brannan gave a brief overview of the current updating of the Personnel Policy.  Staff and Council is to review the draft for future discussion.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding that Jason Schimek be kept on the MFD on active duty with all his seniority and benefit rights status per the updated personnel policy which has not been approved yet.  Motion passed unanimously.  The draft and input should come back to council at the second meeting in July.
g) 2008 Budget Preliminary – Discussion on the budget worksheets and the process for the 2008 budget.  
8. TBD

a) Public Works Report – Matt Brekke was present to give an update to the Council.  There was a water main break that caused the daily flows to triple in amount.  Rochester Service Company was in town to do some patching and clean up before Old Tyme Days.  Olson Tree Service completed the take down of some trees that were scheduled for this year.  Matt reviewed the mill and overlaying and patching work that is scheduled for this year.  There will be some repairs done to the road on West Street that will cost approximately $3,500.  Currently that money is not available in the current street budget.  Motion made by Mayor Gall, second by Member Reding that Matt proceed with the two road projects, West Street North of 9th Street and Bluff Street, with payment coming from the City’s CIP fund.  Motion passed unanimously.
b) City Clerks Report – Karen discussed a complaint from a resident regarding ATV’s and golf carts.  There is a question on the enforcement of the City ordinances.

· Comprehensive Plan – The draft has been received and is being reviewed
· Finance/Budget – Motion made by Member Bauman, second by Member Leitzen that the City prepare an RFP for Auditing services for the City.  Mayor Gall and Member Leitzen will put this together.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Hwy.57 Wall – Update given by Member Brannan.

· Intermediate Group discussion – A group will be put together to discuss a proposal for the future of the Intermediate School to decide if the City has an interest in the property or not.  A meeting is scheduled for July 10 to discuss this.  A Special Meeting will be posted for this meeting in case 3 or more council members want to attend.
