1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

7. Old Business/New Business

a) Approval of New Fire Department Member 

Member Bradford asked about the financial implications for new members and are we aware of what that is.  Council Members are concerned that we are adding additional expenses by approving new members when we are cutting our budget spending.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve the Fire Departments recommendation of approval for new applicant Travis Hodgman to the Mantorville Fire Department.  There will be council input at future interviews whether that is from the Personnel Committee or the Fire Department Reps.  Motion passed unanimously.
b) Draft Tree Ordinance – Schedule Public Hearing  
Council discussed the draft tree ordinance and its reasoning for having one.  This has been in the works for the past year and having one in place will help us in applying for the Ash Bore Grants.  Member Bradford is asking what is driving us in having this ordinance?  The reason this came about is mostly due to boulevard trees and the requests that people had for removal and who is responsible for what.  Discussion about adding a provision about the possibility of a dead down tree that is not affecting other trees is not considered a hazard.  Everyone should send their comments to Cami by end of this week so she can get it to the City attorney for review so it can come back to the next Council.  Put this on the next Council agenda.
c) Draft Comprehensive Plan Update for 2011 – Schedule Public Hearing  
Council Members are to review the draft and get their input to Cami by the end of the week so she can have it ready for the next Council meeting.  
d) Request for Mileage Reimbursement  
Fire Chief JJ Williams attended the NIMS 300 training course that is recommended by the County Emergency Director, Matt Maas.  He is submitting a mileage reimbursement request for traveling to the training in Rochester.  Council Members agreed that as long as it is understood that the reimbursement is coming out of the FD budget and it is not over the $250 spending limit currently in place, they will approve it.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve.  Motion passed unanimously.    

e) Response to Resident Letter  
Member Swanson asked if this is the only letter we received.  Cami noted that we have received complaints but mostly by telephone.  Council discussed the letter and how other residents are responding.  The charge is city wide so every parcel with a structure is paying the fee.  Those that may not have a problem right now may have one down the road and we now have a fund to pay those expenses from.

a) Public Works Report – Adam reported on the following:

· He will be ordering 50 high powered transponders that should enable us to pick meter readings better.

· They have started building the bleachers for Dennison Field.  
· He informed the Council that the cost for the cement for the sidewalk along highway 57 would be closer to $800 - $1,000 just for the cement alone.  That doesn’t include any of the other materials.
b) City Clerk Report – Cami reported on the following:
· The EDA meeting is tomorrow night at 7:00 pm.
· The Volunteer Group meeting is Wednesday at 6:00 pm.  It has been posted that a possible quorum of Committees could be present but that no City decisions will be made.

· Spring Flooding; setting up a meeting on this so we can get ahead of the possibility of flooding.

· City is now signed up with the State Cooperative Purchasing to enable us to receive contract pricing on items.
· 50 of the 87 non utility accounts have not paid their storm water fee.  A second bill was mailed with more information on the back of the card in hopes of receiving the payment.

· Fire Department – did their cold water rescue on Saturday and Don heard it went well.  Luke suggested that this be advertised to other cities who may be able to join our training.
