1. Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Commissioner Huppler.

2. Addition/Deletions to agenda – Statement from Annie Brannan; Chair Brannan read a statement to the EDA group that she had put together regarding her position on the EDA.  The Council voted 4-1 at the previous council to appoint new council representatives to the EDA.  Brannan was not chosen to continue her council appointment even though she remains on the Council.  The Mayor and other Council members feel that the EDA has not been effective and is to blame for the empty businesses in town.  Council Member Leitzen and Bauman are the council reps that will take the place of Brannan and Nash on the EDA.  There was some discussion by the Council with the City attorney as to the effect of Brannan’s seat on the EDA as her term is not expired and she still resides on the City Council.  As of the EDA meeting there was not an answer to Brannan’s seat.  Member Brannan deeply regrets being taken off of the Mantorville EDA.  She feels she has put a lot of time and effort into this volunteer group.  She stated that is not resigning from her seat but is being forced off.

5. Meeting times for February and beyond – Commissioner Huppler will not be in attendance at the next EDA meeting as he will be out of town.  Discussion on the meeting dates and times for the future.
6. Membership – Commissioner Gall read off the list of current membership she had with her that Cami had previously handed out.  Council Member Letizen will take Luke Nash’s position.  Council Member Bauman will take Annie Brannan’s seat.
7. March election of officers – Commissioner Huppler would be willing to take the Chair position.  
8. Park Lots – Commissioner Brannan updated the EDA on the cost for the full survey of the park lots which would include the flood plain data needed for the sale of the lots.  Motion made by Commissioner Nash, second by Commissioner Leitzen to approve moving forward with the flood plain survey and to acquire an estimate for the lot line survey.  Motion passed unanimously.
9. Transportation Enhancement Project – Update and discussion on the Transportation Enhancement Project.  Dodge County must sponsor the project because Mantorville is under the 5,000 people number.  Motion made by Commissioner Nash, second by Commissioner Gall to support the Transportation Enhancement plan and the group working on the plan is to move forward to the next step which is to submit the plan to the County for final support.  Motion passed unanimously.
