C.  Old Business – Terry Sell Building Permit Application, Variance:  Mr. Sell was not present but did pass on information that he would like to now go with a detached garage as it will cause less problems in placing the new garage where the old one sat.  No new plans were submitted.  Motion made by Member Nash to deny the variance due to lack of information and changing plans without submitting actual new plans.  Motion was second by Mayor Carlson.  Mr. Sell is to attend the Council Meeting on May 23rd with complete plans and information.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. New Business – 

1. MRA – Gambling License Renewal – Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Carlson to approve the license renewal for the MRA Lawful Gambling Premise Permit.  The renewal includes weekly bingo at the Mantorville Saloon.  Motion passed unanimously.
2. Tim Peterson, Chamber President – Talked of the Old Tyme Days scheduled for June 19.  There will be an Old West reenactment taking place.  A request from the Chamber to close off 5th Street to Clay Street on June 19th from 10:30 am until 4:00 pm.  The chamber is also requesting use of the park for a cookout – fundraiser during the event.  Tim will get together with Julie Larsen of the Park Board to set that up.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nash to allow for the closing of 5th Street to Clay on June 19, 2005 from 10:30 am – 4:00 pm for Old Tyme Days activities.  Motion passed unanimously.  The Chamber is to come to the first Council meeting in June to give an update on the activities.
3. Fire Department – New Employee:  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nash to approve the application for the new Fireman, Kurt Kramer.  Motion passed unanimously.  The fire department now has a full roster.  Dale Brannan informed the council that they received a DNR Grant for a new hose reel on the gas rig.  
4. City Auditor – John Nelson:  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to approve the 2004 financial report of the City.  Motion passed unanimously.  Overall the City is doing well financially per the City Auditor.

5. Julie Larson – Mantorville Park Board;  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nash to approve additional work to the park shelter cement floor due to it’s heaving.  Approve the bid of $2,160.00 for the repairs.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Abel to approve the Park Board minutes of 1/25/2005, 2/22/2005, and 3/22/2005.  Motion passed unanimously.

6. Mark Stevens – Water main improvements – Motion made by Member      Nash, second by Member Abel to approve the bid from Swenke Co. in the amount of $23,625.00 for the water main improvements.  Motion passed unanimously.
