1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

Lyle Hoaglund, owner of the Art Guild, has some comments to make under the Happy Trails portion of the agenda.  Mayor Nash asked him to wait until that came up for discussion.

7. Old Business/New Business

a) Mantorville Fire Department

1. Request for Personnel Policy Update – JJ Williams, Fire Department Chief, is looking for Council approval on an update to the Personnel Policy he submitted to the City Council.  The update adds some additional requirements for membership in the Fire Department.  (The Council did not discuss or act on this update.  It will be brought to the next meeting.)  
2. Radio Request – JJ Williams and Dave Gilbertson are requesting to send home radio’s during the day to key people on the Fire Department who it might take longer to get to the Fire Hall but they might be able to get to the scene faster if they are closer to that.  It could cut response time if someone is in Wasioja or out of the area.  When asked what key people would get them, it was said it would be those that live farthest out of town.  

Mayor Nash asked if the situational use will outweigh the possible damage and wear and tear?   JJ noted that the biggest liability would be if one got stolen.  Mayor Nash noted that there is a confidentiality piece also.  Dave Gilbertson noted what a huge asset it is to have if someone is able to arrive to the scene right away and call ahead about what they see and if Mayo One needs to called out it can be done right away.  
Council Member Bradford asked if there will also need to be additional equipment that they will need to start carrying around with them also if they aren’t going to respond to the Fire Hall first?  Dave responded that most likely there would be but that they should have enough budgeted for this.  JJ commented that they could write up some conditions on the part of the holder stating that they are responsible for the radio and any repairs caused by inappropriate use.  

Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve the request by the FD to allow key people to be sent home a radio.  Member Bradford would like to see the policy put in place first addressing damages caused by inappropriate use and a sign out sheet.  The FD stated that this would be done.  Motion passed unanimously.

b) Happy Trails EDA Request for City Funds 
Andy Galbus, EDA Member, was present to discuss with Council the request for support on the closing of one side of Clay Street for parking so a bike path could be marked out from the area of Riverside Park to 9th Street.  There were members of the audience that noted that this is the first they are hearing about it and they would like to get more information on it.  The Hoaglunds, owner of the Art Guild, and Doug Schmidt, owner of the Old School Café, are against the no parking because it impedes on their business.  Doug Schmidt asked the Council what happens to his variance then that the City granted him?  Does it just get thrown out?  
Mayor Nash stated that the City will hold a public informational meeting at the next City Council meeting.  Cami is to put the entire EDA proposal on the City website along with past meeting minutes.  

City Engineer Bill Angerman asked Guy that he send a written recommendation from the County to the City regarding their position on this.  Lyle Hoaglund noted that on street parking is crucial to Mantorville businesses.  
c) Schedule Retreat Date – Spring and Fall
The Spring Retreat date has been set for March 21 @ 6:00 pm.

d) Resolution 2011-03 A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A DONATION
Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve Resolution 2011-03, A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A DONATION.  Motion passed unanimously with Member Bradford abstaining.

e) Introduction of City Consultants – under Storm Sewer Study/Projects 

f) Storm Sewer Study/Projects

City Engineer, Bill Angerman, discussed the history of the Storm Water Drainage Study that was done in 2008.  Per the City CIP Plan, a storm sewer project is slated to take place in 2011 and 2013.    

After review of information and upon discussions with the previous Council, Bill handed out a recommendation for the first phase of the storm sewer project.  The engineers opinion of probably construction cost for this first phase is $405,700.  The plans would be to connect a new 48” pipe to the new pipe at 5th Street East and run it to the highway.  The current piping shows connections from a 48” to a 15” to a 24” to a 30”.  Some of the old would be left as an overflow and some would either be removed or plugged.  A decision needs to be right away in order to move forward this year.  
Mayor Nash asked about the City using the Best Value Process like Kasson did.  Bill responded that we will have to adopt an ordinance and put in place a score type system instead of using the low bid.  He doesn’t think that this will work timing wise for this project but there are some checks and balances that you can put in place.
Mike Bubany introduced himself to new Council Members.  He handed out the last CIP report that was approved in August and explained this to the new Council Members.  The impact to doing this project today is nothing because we already have the funds set aside for it.  We have the capacity to take on the project.  Mike has it set up for the City to spend $420,000 on a street project in 2011.  

Luke asked about a FEMA prevention program and is wondering if this will fall into that.  Mike and Bill are not aware of anything but will look into this.  Council discussed the project and should they move forward.  The timeline for the project would be that plans and specs will come back to Council in April, bids to be opened in May, and construction start in June.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve the preparation of plans and specs to the first phase of the storm sewer drainage project.  Motion passed unanimously.
g) Mantorville WWTP Update 
Bill gave an update on the WWTP.  Members of the City of Kasson and their Engineer along with Members of Mantorville and himself met on December 29, 2010.  We reviewed the status of things and decided to put together a press release, which was done by the two Engineers and approved by both cities.  He discussed the most cost effective option which would be connecting to Kasson.  We would form a sanitary sewer district which would be a combination of the two cities.  We will be responsible to building the pipe to Kasson.  The next step would be to update our study from 2008 by inputting more current flow numbers.  This will be completed and then sent on to Kasson for their review to see how it works with their flows and capacity.  

Council Member Swanson asked about a local sales tax to help fund this project.  Mike will find out what the taxable sales in our community are from the MN Dept of Revenue and give us an idea of what that dollar amount might generate.

a) Public Works Report – Adam reported on the following;
· They took down of Xmas lights
· Replaced one of the last transponder’s that we have been after for quite some time that is not functioning

· Reminder to residents to clean the fire hydrants on your property 

· The ice rink has been going well and getting a lot of use 

· Snow plowing; the Sheriffs dept has been doing a good job of informing people to get off the road between 2am – 12 noon.  He reminded everyone that when there is snow in the middle of the roads, it won’t necessarily be gone that same day.  Council Member Swanson gives them a pat on the back for doing a good job.

d) Committee Report 
· EDA – talking to former members of PZ about bringing back the comp plan changes to the Council; Cami noted to Member Bradford that she is planning to bring the last revised draft from PZ to Council at the end of February.  The EDA will be part of the Rochester Chamber trip sponsoring cities in MN in St, Paul.  He updated the Council on the Civil War Committee and the June 25 event.

f) Mayor Report – as stated at the last meeting, Mayor Nash asked that each member bring back two goals for 2011;
· Member Maxson – is concerned with the City storm sewer and wants to get more information about the Fire Department.
· Don – storm sewer project first goal and feels that getting that first piece done is the main need.  The need for the Fire Department and how they run and operate.  He also noted that the maintenance department has been doing a great job considering the circumstances in town.

· Chuck – the primary concern with the City is addressing the finances (LGA cuts).  He would like to balance the budget by cutting expenditures more so than creating new revenues.  He doesn’t want to increase the size of government or create more taxes.  The second thing he would like to see is the City work with both trail groups in town to come up with more creative ways to push the state trail through Mantorville. 

· Luke – put a lot of time and effort into the sanitary sewer and to get our current members up to speed.  We need to find ways to help our businesses and find ways to grow our City.  
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to close the regular meeting and go into special session at 8:24 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.
