MINUTES – February 23rd regular meeting and March 1st special meeting:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Brannan to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.
WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Brannan and second by Mayor Carlson to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $49,591.68.  Motion carried unanimously.

DISCUSSION ITEMS:

■  Draft Refuse Hauler Ordinance and RFP:  Council agreed that a section should be added that refuse collection and recyclable collections will be on the same day and during the same time period and to add that businesses would be able to have multiple collections 

■  Municipal Delegation Agreement:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to enter into the agreement between the State of Minnesota, City of Mantorville and Construction Management Services regarding code administration for public buildings.  Motion carried unanimously.

■  Draft Cable Ordinance:  Several changes that the City Attorney suggested will be made part of the final Ordinance.

■  VFW Liquor License status:  the City received notice from the Minnesota Joint Underwriting Association that liquor liability insurance for the VFW had been cancelled for non-payment.  The City Clerk will send a letter to make the VFW aware that insurance is part of the criteria for granting a liquor license.

■  Open Meeting Law Coverage:  a research memo from LMCIT explaining the coverage and purpose of the coverage was addressed

■  LMCIT PIP/UM/UIM:  coverage options for uninsured and underinsured motorists will be addressed again closer to insurance renewal time (June 1st)  

■  EDA Minutes – January 7th:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to acknowledge receipt of the Minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.
■  Correspondence/other:  
∙ from Lee Bjorndal re attendance at an upcoming meeting at the Court House about the implementation of new case management software 
∙ the tentative date for the Board of Review will be April 26th from 7:00 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. prior to a regularly scheduled meeting
CITY CLERK’S REPORT:

∙ Maintenance department requests to trade the main mower in at a cost of $2,950 plus trade with Country Side Implements. (Past practice has been that every two (2) years, the mowers are traded in order to keep the warranty current)  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the expenditure.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ bill from Automatic Systems for repair of the transducer at the new water tower.  It was determined that the damage was done because of freezing temperatures so the warranty would not cover the $2,133.54 bill.  The City Clerk will check with the insurance company to find out if it would be covered before the Council makes any further determinations.

∙ LMCIT workshops will be in Rochester on April 21st
∙ monthly comparisons for water/sewer billings will be tracked
COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  
∙ Member Brannan reported that she will not be in attendance at the March 22nd meeting/workshop.

MAYOR’S REPORT:

∙ reported that a resident’s driveway had been damaged during recent snowplowing but that the City will repair it when doing blacktop overlays later in the spring;

∙ reminder that the March 22nd meeting/workshop will start at 6:30 p.m.;

∙ hoped that the Fire Department would be able to use the new 16’ trailer to haul “old Betsy” on but wishes to discuss it further at the March 22nd meeting;  Fire Chief Dale Brannan reported that he had found a used 20’ trailer for $2,800 and a new one for $3,250 both of which would haul the old fire truck to parades, etc.
