1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:32 PM

7. Old Business/New Business

a) LBAE – 6:30 – 7:30


The County Assessor Wendell Engelstad along with his staff Mike Stupka and Matt Naatz were present for the Local Board of Appeal and Equalization meeting.  Wendell briefly updated the Council that valuations were pretty stable.  Farm Land took a 10% increase but that doesn’t affect the City much.  Residential increased about a half a percent and commercial has stayed the same. 
No one was present to appeal their property value.   
b) Storm Sewer Project Plans and Specifications


Tim Hruska, WHKS, handed out the plans for the first phase of the storm sewer project.  The plans for the storm sewer improvements show the improvements following along 4th Street from Highway 57, North on Clay, across the road north of the stone wall and then connect to the new piping installed last year as part of the FEMA flood projects.  It will be installed behind the curb between the back of the curb and property line.  They are going to run another parallel system and leave the existing storm sewer system that’s in the road.  They will both be functional and tied together.  We need the capacity because of the flatness of the slopes through the area.  There are a number of utilities that cross at the alley way and he met with the utility companies last week.  The companies are going to make their changes where needed.  They will need to relocate a couple of power poles also.  One located at the corner of 4th and Clay and one located about 100 feet north of that.  


The cost estimate is the same as originally given at a little over $400,000.  They met with Dave Dripps a couple weeks ago on his concerns.  They have addressed those concerns in the memo they handed out and will be meeting with Mr. Dripps prior to the next Council meeting.  Council should review everything and there is still time to make any changes prior to bid letting.  The plan is to accept bids on May 19th and award the bid on May 23rd.  They anticipate the middle of June or after the 4th of July for a start date with completion by September 2; the weekend before Marigold Days.  If not completed, there will be a $1,000 per day liquidated damage charge.  The contractors they have talked to are anticipating one month of actual construction time.      

Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve the plans and advertisement of bids.  Motion passed unanimously.  

WHKS was asked to take a look at diagonal parking along 4th street.  It could feasibly be put on one side of the road which would allow for a total of 16 spots.  You would gain 5 more parking spots.  The driving lanes would be less than the minimum width but acceptable.  The typical standard driving lane width is 12 feet and having parallel parking on one side would give us 11 foot driving lanes.  Council did not make any decisions on this as of yet.    

c) Approval to Update Information in WWTP Study


Bill gave a refresher on the WWTP Study for the Council and updated them to where we are at today.  He discussed the six different alternatives that were given.  

1. Do nothing, maintenance only 

2. Upgrade the plant 

3..Construct a lift station at the existing plant and pump our waste to Kasson.

4. Construct a new plant at the existing plant

5. Construct a lift station at a new location (located downstream) then pump to Kasson.  

6. Construct a new plant at a new location


The City Council in 2007 agreed to pursue the pumping to Kasson option.  Grant funding is more favorable for two communities working together versus a large improvement project for Mantorville only.  Formal resolutions have been passed by both cities to look at the pumping to Kasson option.  Both cities would need to spend some additional money to examine their own systems.  Mantorville will need to update the study done with more recent flow numbers and to begin the process of looking at grant dollars.  Council Members had a chance to ask some questions.  Member Maxson asked about connecting those properties south of the river and how this project could impact things, how many pumps will there be, etc.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to authorize WHKS to update the last four years of numbers in the WWTP Study and submit those updated numbers to Kasson.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) Request for Exemption from Storm Water Fee


The City received a request from Marie Fjerstad, 525 5th Street East, to be considered exempt from the Storm Water Fee due to the location of her property.  Member Swanson feels she is the same as everybody else in the City.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Roth to decline her request.  Member Swanson would be willing to go and look at the location but he feels that what is fair for one is fair for the other.  We have other residents that are in the same situation.  Motion passed unanimously.  
8. TBD

a) Public Works Report – Adam reported on the following;
· Has been attending meetings with park people

· Attended WW Class in Wilmar and took his test.  Still waiting to hear results.
· They are working on switching the winter to summer equipment

· Noted that the FEMA money came in and we will begin work on the remaining flood projects from last fall.
· Updated Council on the road grader numbers; trade in at $15,400; a new used one right now is at $64,000

· Brush cleanup is May 9th; Flushing hydrants May 16th. 
· Dave on vacation April 27th – May 6th
· Sidewalks; the City has received another request for sidewalk removal.  Adam explained how he is against it and offered some suggestions for financing sidewalks.  He explained that Doug Schmidt wants to fix the steps at the corner of Clay and 5th and he wants to put in sidewalk in front of the Café north to 6th Street.  Council approved this as long as he follows the current specs for sidewalks/steps.  
· Adam gave a list of several street repairs that need to be done.  Council decided to have him get with the Infrastructure Committee to prioritize those repairs and then the Finance Committee will meet to see what funds we have available.  

Bill Angerman informed the Council that the final plat for the Wilcox Subdivision has been submitted and is currently being reviewed.  It is his understanding that they are looking at getting approval on the final plat this year but building won’t take place until next year.  The Council needs to remember that they will need to upgrade the water line that will service the area.  The previous cost estimate given was roughly $60,000.  This will need to be done next year. 
b) City Clerk Report – Cami updated the Council on the following items:
· She has been in discussion with AT&T regarding putting an antenna on the water tower.  They would pay monthly rent on this and it could generate up to $12,000 a year.

· She updated the Council on the MS Bike event that will be coming through town on July 25.  They have rented the shelter in the Park and any other assistance the City can offer would be greatly appreciated.  She will bring more information forward as she gets it.

· The Community Celebration Church has reserved the Park Shelter for each Wednesday in June and July for their church in the park.

· 20 reservations so far for the Park Shelter and 3 for the campground.
