MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY MARCH 8, 2010
6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

7. Old Business/New Business
a) 2010 Budget Discussions with Departments

Mayor Nash talked about the unallotments the City has received since 2007.  The State is proposing an additional $55,000 cut in LGA for Mantorville for 2010.  He has asked all of our groups how they would prefer the City Council to handle your budget.  


Elizabeth Oolman, Treasurer of the Park Board - The Park Board would rather the Council just give them an allotment of dollars.  They know what their priorities are and would rather they be able to use the dollars as they need.  They propose to receive $3,200 of their $5,500 CIP budget.  Last year the budget was frozen so they never spent anything and the money was taken back.  They are still proceeding to get designs on the bathroom project which they intended to take from the RV Fund.  Are there any plans to take that money?  Mayor Nash responded that there are no plans for that at this time.  He said to hold off and not to accrue any engineering fees on that project for right now.  

JJ Williams, Fire Chief – The Fire Department submitted a list of equipment purchases that totaled $22,000.  Of that amount, $12,600 can be cut right off the top.  The leather boots are a safety concern and they do need to be replaced.  JJ asked about the left over dollars from the 2009 budget.  Do we know where that is going and when?  Mayor Nash replied that once the audit is complete we will work on that.  JJ asked on any end of year balances and what will happen to that.  Luke said he still plans that any dollars left over in those two funds be put in the equipment fund.  


Adam – would prefer to come to Council to get approval for anything over $250.  That seems to work well.  

EDA – their initial budget for 2010 is $5,000 + $1,130; they are comfortable taking $4,130.  They prefer to manage their own budget and cut the dollars up front.  


All together about $17,000 has been offered up front by the various departments.  The Council will continue to freeze all spending.  Mayor Nash and Member Brannan will get together to bring back recommendations to the Council.  The Fire Department can continue on with the installation of the pump on the tanker.  This is a grant project that needs to be completed.      
b) 5th Street East Bike Path  

Council continued discussion on the 5th Street bike path.  The cost to go to the extent of the Mantor Subdivision is $193,000.  Mayor Nash feels we should go ahead with the project and take advantage of the work we will already be doing.  Member Bradford feels it makes sense to do both projects together.  Member Brannan noted there are other projects in this town as well that need to be completed such as the drainage problems in several areas of the city.  There are other projects that have been on the plate longer and have been waiting longer that we could use $190,000 for.  Mayor Nash feels this is financially the most doable at this time in which we have the ability to move forward easily with.  Member Brannan feels we do need to move forward with the sewer project because we have failing septic systems.  She does agree there is a safety issue and she would love to see a walking path there but she finds it very difficult to spend $190,000 on a walking path.  We don’t know if the Stagecoach Trail will even be joining the path at this time.  Member Schmidt noted that there are very few sidewalks in this town which is a safety issue to other citizens throughout the entire town versus servicing only 100 people.  

Council discussed the storm water drainage issues that are pending and how those need to be addressed.  Member Reding noted the problems we will have when the 5th Street culvert is repaired and a new 4 foot culvert being put in.  It is going to flood the downtown.  It was suggested that when they run the sewer can they widen the street and add gravel to make a bigger shoulder.  Where you are disturbing dirt, put the path, use a solid yellow line and add three feet to the south side as a path.  


To add the engineering fees to the plans and specs for the project would be an additional $22,000 to the project.  Council discussed different options for adding a separate RFP for the path.  Motion made by Member Bradford to move forward with spending the $22,000, cost of engineering, to add to the plans and specs.  Motion dies for lack of a second.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to not do the bike path until the Dodge County trails sets a definite path and gets funding.  Motion passes 3-2 with Members Schmidt, Brannan and Reding voting for and Mayor Nash and Member Bradford voting against.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding to investigate and move forward with a reasonable alternative by widening the walking area of 5th street when we do the Mantor Drive sewer so there is a 3 foot gravel path along the road between downtown and the end of Mantor Subdivision.  A friendly amendment was made by Member Reding to add if you can do it for $40,000.  Motion passes 4-1 with Mayor Nash voting against.  Get the engineers input on this as soon as we can. 

c) Relief Association City Contribution 2010 Approval 

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve the City contribution of $3,500 to the Relief Association.  Motion passed 4-1 with Member Brannan abstaining.

d) Resolution 2010-01 – PFA CWRF Application Approval


Motion made by Member Brannan second by Member Reding to approve Resolution 2010-01 MINNESOTA PUBLIC FACILITIES AUTHORITY APPLICATION CLEAN WATER REVOLVING FUND APPROVAL FOR APPLICATION.  Motion passed unanimously.  
e) Burn Ordinance – draft

a) Public Works Report – Adam reported on the following:  the roof on the sand and salt storage caved in; a temporary fix was done.  There was a leak at the Fire Hall due to ice buildup; Council suggested we find out if the City insurance will cover the cost of any damages fixing this.  Adam will be going to school for his class D water license on Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday in Rochester.  
b) City Clerk Report - Cami handed out her clerk report and noted the following; The PFA application was sent in on the 26th.  The township did approve the draft orderly annexation agreement and we can move forward with the publication of the intent.  Casey’s did submit their plans for the new store.  MRA has reviewed and submitted their recommendations.  We received a call from a resident thanking them on the city implementing ACH billing.  Relief is covered by the City’s insurance and the motorcycle will be added as an addendum at no cost.  The auditor will be here this week.  NSP is coming in to meet with Adam and I regarding a pipe replacement project in the City.

· EDA – Members Brannan and Bradford reported that the agreements for the EDA lots have been signed, they discussed tourism, budget, signage, Chris Giesler who is working with the county EDA came to the meeting to introduce himself and let the EDA know how they could utilize him if needed and new Commissioner Mr. Eckstein was sworn in.  

· Fire Department – Member Reding reported that the FD is looking at buying jackets for the First Responders in which the Relief will pay for and they did meet with the Sheriff and emergency management about the armor clad system and the radio’s they have.    

· KM Joint Powers – Mayor Nash met with Peter Grant, Ron Unger, Tim Tjossis and Clark regarding land 

· Park Board – discussed tonight at Council what they would like.  They would like to have plans drawn up now.  State regulations state that because of the size of our park we would require a bathroom by law.  They discussed trees and tree removal.  Mayor Nash asked about building bathrooms in a flood plain and is there anything we need to be considering – keep it on the radar.
