OLD BUSINESS:


Ordinance 161:  Disorderly Use/Registration of Rental Housing

Council reviewed updates from last time.  A few more changes were suggested:  Change City Administrator to City Clerk and change Sheriff’s Department to Sheriff’s Office.  The council also needs to set the fee by resolution at a Council meeting.  There were also questions on section 5 and 6.  Member Larsen will have final changes made with the intent to finalize and set fee schedule at the next Council meeting
Ordinance 157:  Water Meters: It was reported that 5-7 people have still not obtained a meter.  The Council agreed to continue the $50.00/month penalty.
Budget Discussion:  This will be a discussion item for the next Council meeting.
