a) Draft Tree Ordinance – Schedule Public Hearing
Council discussed and made some changes to the draft tree ordinance.  A draft copy with those changes will be sent to the City Attorney for review.  A copy will be available for public inspection also.  The public hearing should be set for April 11, 2011.  
b) Draft Comprehensive Plan Update for 2011 – Schedule Public Hearing 
The Council will review the request to add the EDA Happy Trails items to the comprehensive plan.  A public hearing should be set for April 11, 2011.    
c) Land Use Incentive Training 
Consensus of the Council Members to sign up for this online course.  Members who need to can come into City Hall and utilize the City computers.  
d) NIMS Training 
Mayor Nash explained NIMS and asked Council Members to complete these online.  Council members can come into City Hall and utilize the City computers.  Completion of these by the Council Members along with other key officials gives us better chances at grant dollars for disasters.  
e) City Emergency Plan – Prepare for Spring Flooding 
The recommendation is to approve the draft plan now to have something in place.  The County has provided the City with a copy of their plan.  Council Members will receive a copy of the County plan for review.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to approve the City Emergency Plan as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.  The City will continue to work on the City Emergency Plan in the hopes to have better processes in place for defined disasters. 
f) Mantorville Fire Department Meeting Minutes 

Member Bradford noted that the FD is forming a task group to look at replacing the 579.  Do we want to be proactive on this by letting them know we have no funds available so they don’t go through two months of work to be told that the City has no money?  We just want the FD Members to know that we are financially restricted and they shouldn’t look at things with a significant dollar amount attached to it.
As a cost savings, let’s keep fire truck escorts down to a minimum as fuel cost is expensive.    

In regards to the 800 mhz radio’s; the City (FD) received a grant which offset what the county budgeted for in buying city radio’s for initial startup.  The County initially budgeted for buying the City radio’s so can we still get a few from the County? Ask JJ to follow up with Matt Maas to see if we can get those ones we need for City vehicle use.
It was discussed that the City maintain a list of those affiliated with the City who have medical training/first responder/first aid training to keep close at hand in case the City gets into an emergency situation.
