a) Mantorville Fire Department, JJ Williams Chief
MFD Chief addressed the City Council regarding some items from the previous City Council Meeting.  There were comments made about the purchasing of equipment for the Fire Department and that we have enough for a town our size.  He stated that when you include the townships in the area we serve, it does indeed serve a town 4 times the size.  
As for the AFG grant, we would be responsible for 5% of any cost so he doesn’t feel it’s a budget buster.  The grant amount that has decided upon at this point is $147,000.  They have a committee on the FD that is working on this.  The grant is geared towards the replacement of the rescue van which is a 1979 and is requiring a lot of maintenance and repairs.  Mayor Nash asked that the Council be able to review the grant documents before they are submitted.

Mayor Nash asked members to review the CIP documents and if they have any input to bring it to the next Council Meeting.  
c) Contract for Services – SEMDC
Mayor Nash explained the proposal before the Council.  Currently the City is ineligible for many grants due to our median income being too high.  There are several residents who make up our median income that do not utilize the WWTP.  Those homes that are actually connected to the WWTP might actually lower our median income.  Once completed, the survey is good for one year. Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to approve the Professional Contract for CEDA.  Member Bradford clarified that the amount listed for the survey will not exceed $1,500.  Motion passed unanimously.
