6. Old Business:
a) Update on Zumbro Valley Estates & Annexation: Karen Khavari, Planning & Zoning Commission Chairperson, gave an update on Zumbro Valley Estates and Annexation. Khavari attended the Mantorville Township Meeting, July 3, 2006, with Ron Albers and Lowell Overson, Rolling Hills Development, Inc. The Mantorville Township is working on items they want to include in the orderly annexation of the 75 acres Rolling Hills Development, Inc. wants to develop. Khavari will follow-up with Mantorville Township Board Chairman, Lawren Caster on July 10, 2006. A date will be set for Mantorville Township, Rolling Hills Development, Inc., Mantorville City Engineer, Mantorville City Attorney, City Staff and a representative from the City Council to begin discussion on the annexation.
7. New Business:
a) Ken Hill – Water & Sewer Connections Fees: Ken Hill, a local building contractor, expressed concern about the water and sewer connection fees for new construction on City lots. Mr. Hill said the fees are significantly higher than in previous years. The Council will review the fees and advise Mr. Hill of the results at the next Council meeting on July 24, 2006.
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b) Simpson Plumbing Service: Simpson Plumbing has a port-a-potty services and requested permission to us the sanitary dump facility behind the Mantor Mart. They were will to pay a fee. The Council denied the request. The sanitary dump facility is for use by RVs staying in the City’s RV Park. It is not for commercial use.  The Council will seek recommendation for monitoring the facility from the Public Works personnel.
c) Anthony Putratz & James Ewing – Skate Park: These young gentlemen addressed the Council about the building of a Skate Park. The Council was receptive to the idea. Mayor Carlson asked them if they were willing to work hard to raise funds and they said yes. Elizabeth Oolman, Park Board Chairman, asked the young men to come to the Park Board Meeting on July 25, 2006, 7:00 PM at City Hall. The 
Park Board is developing their budget for 2007 and will work with the group to develop a proposal for the 
City Council.
