1. Call to Order – Mayor Carlson called the meeting to order at 6:33 PM.

2. Additions/Deletions to Agenda: None

3. Consent Agenda 

a. City Council Minutes of October 24, 2005, Fire Department Officers Meeting of October 3, 2005, Fire Department Members Meeting of October 12, 2005 and Warrant List – Motion made by Mayor Carlson, seconded by Member Brannan to approve. Motion passes unanimously.
4. Old Business – None

5. New Business

a. Amy Evans – Dodge County Public Health Department gave a presentation on Methamphetamine use, distribution, prevention, and Minnesota legislation. Dodge County’s Methamphetamine Ordinance meets the criteria of the Minnesota law; however, there will be some verbiage changes. Data indicates an increase in usage locally, statewide and nationally. It surpasses cocaine and heroin.

b. The Public Hearing for the vacation of a utility easement was opened at 6:53PM for the property described as:

The East 17.0 feet of the West 48.0 feet of vacated Madison Street lying between Block 21 and Block 24 of Frank Mantor’s Addition to the City of Mantorville, Dodge County; subject to easements and restrictions of record. 

No one was present for any objections or comments on the vacation.










The Mayor closed the Public Hearing. Member Nash made a motion to approve the vacation of the utility easement as stated above. Motion seconded by Member Brannan. Motion approved unanimously.  The City will proceed with recording the vacation and a copy of the recorded document will be sent to Mr. Balcome and Ms. Smith when it is received by the City.
City Hall staff is to contact Bill Angerman at WHKS and ask him to contact Mr. Balcome.  Mr. Balcome has some unanswered questions.

c. A motion was made by Mayor Carlson, to accept the resignation of Julie 

Larson, President of the Mantorville Park Board.  Motion seconded by 

Member Nash. Motion approved unanimously


A letter of appreciation will be sent to Julie Larson thanking her for her   

     service to the City of Mantorville and the Mantorville Park Board.

d. Application for City Council Member- The new member will fulfill the term of the vacancy until the 2006 election.

A motion was made by Member Brannan to accept the applicant, William Reding, to fill the vacancy.  Motion was seconded by Mayor Carlson. The vote failed because of a tie. Member Brannan and Mayor Carlson voting to accept Mr. Reding.  Members Nash and Abel voted against accepting the application.

Motion made by Member Nash to extend the application period two weeks, ending on Monday, Noon, November 28th. Motion seconded by Member Abel. Motion approved unanimously.

e. 2006 Water/Sewer Rate Adjustments – In his letter, Mr. Bubany suggested the Council review the rate structure annually.  Member Nash suggested that they should be review quarterly.  This is only the second year for the metered water/sewer. It is important that the City is collecting enough fee but do not want to collect more than necessary.

The 2006 Budget will be reviewed at the next City Council Meeting.  It was decided to discuss the rate schedule at the next meeting when the budget would be discussed.

f. Edgewood Estates Final Plat – Per Mr. Massey, the City of Mantorville 

must approve plats within two miles of the city limits. Motion made by Mayor Carlson to accept the final plat. Motion seconded by Member Abel.  Motion approved unanimously.

g. Mantorville Fire Department – Dale Brannan, Fire Chief, submitted the list of officers for years of 2006 and 2007. The updated bylaws have been submitted to the City Clerk-Treasurer. Officers are as follows:  Fire Chief, Dale Brannan; Assistant Fire Chief, JJ Williams; Secretary, Russ Lucas; Financial Officer, Roger Nolte; Fire Marshall, Don Hofsted; Training Officer, Paul Lushinsky; Truck Officer, Chuck Larson.

Motion made by Mayor Carlson to accept the officers as submitted by Fire 


Chief Brannan. Motion seconded by Member Nash. Member Abel voted in 


favor. Member Brannan abstained.

Fire Chief, Brannan, requested that the parking space on the alley next to the Country Home Store be eliminated. Motion made by Member Nash to eliminate the parking spot. Motion seconded by member Abel. Mayor Carlson voted for the motion.  Member Brannan abstained.

Fire Chief, Brannan, stated that the Kasson Fairgrounds would like the services of the Mantorville Jaws of Life on Sunday evenings during the race season. The Kasson Fire Department decided not to provide the service. There were three (3) main issues.  First, would there be enough Fire Department personnel to provide the service.  Chief Brannan said the schedule requiring three firemen would have to be completed.  This means three firemen would have to signup for each Sunday.  If for some reason, a fireman could not fulfill the commitment, he would have to find a replacement.  Second, is compensation. It was suggested that $100 per event would not be out of line. The fairgrounds would be using Mantorville’s Jaws of Life, which cost approximately $25,000, the cost and wear/tear and transportation of the equipment plus the time of three firemen. Third, what would happen, if Mantorville received a fire call or if they were on a fire call at the time of the event.  In the event of a fire call during the event, the race would be stopped.  Member Abel made a motion to table the item until the next meeting. Member Nash seconded the motion. Motion approved unanimously.

Fire Chief, Brannan, brought up the proposal to charge for fire calls within the Mantorville City Limits. The following communities charge for in city limits fire calls, Kasson, Pine Island, Hayfield, Blooming Prairie and Claremont. Byron is waiting to see what Mantorville does.  The rates are $500 for the first two hours and $150 for each hour afterwards.  An ordinance may be necessary to access property owners on their taxes, if bills are not paid.  Member Nash made a motion to table the issue until the next Council meeting.  Motion seconded by Mayor Carlson. Motion approved unanimously.


         h.
Fire Department Renovation Committee – The committee talked with Bill Angerman and Mike Bubany, who suggested hiring an architect to perform a cost/utility analysis on renovating the Fire Hall and building a new City Hall. Building a new Fire Hall is cost prohibitive. Decision delayed to the next council meeting.

6. Council Members Reports –
a. Member Abel – None

b. Member Nash – Street light is out at 9th & Walnut. Street light at 4th and Clay does not shut off.

c. Member Brannan – None

7. Mayor’s Report – Mayor Carlson will be on vacation until Thursday.  Member Brannan will be in charge while the Mayor is on vacation.

Mayor Carlson closed the Public City Council Meeting at 8:22 PM. There would be an eight minute break prior to the Executive Session.

8. Executive Session – Mayor Carlson opened the Executive session at 8:30 PM for staff evaluations.  Below is a summary of those evaluations.

a. Karen Khavari, 3 month probation evaluation - The Council commended Karen on her ability to pick up and work on items such as the cable channel etc.  The Council is impressed with her interaction with Cami and the Council as a whole.  Mayor Carlson will finalize her review on Thursday November 17, 2005.  The council approved a 4% increase in wage to be effective the first pay period January 2006.

b. Matt Brekke, 3 month probation evaluation – Excellent comments from the Council who have either directly interacted with Matt or via citizen input.  The Council is glad to have him a part of the City staff.  There is no salary increase at this time.  Mayor Carlson will meet with Matt to review his evaluation.
c. Camille Reber, 1 year evaluation – Many great comments from Council.  She has continued to learn how Mantorville works and is an asset to the City.  Her experience, ideas and willingness to participate on the EDA is greatly appreciated.  Mayor Carlson will review her evaluation with her.  The Council approved a 4% increase to take effect the first pay period in January.

Motion made by Member Abel, second by Mayor Carlson to close the executive session.  Motion passed unanimously.

Adjourn – Motion made by Member Abel, second by Mayor Carlson to adjourn the meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
