1. Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by acting Mayor Annie Brannan at 6:30 PM.

2. Additions/Deletions to Agenda – None

3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Nord, second by Member Abel to approve the consent agenda as written.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Old Business – None

5. New Business – 

a) Plans and Specs for NW W/S Project; Tim Hruska of WHKS was present to present the plans and specs for the project.  The plans and specs include one grinder pump going on one property and seeding instead of sod.  There were no problems in aquiring the needed easements.  A right of entry form will be presented and signed by each property owner before the project begins.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to accept the plans and specs as written and also the Advertisement for bids.  Motion passed unanimously.  Bids will be opened on July 21st and awarded on July 25th.
b) Homestead Apartments – Volunteers for America/Presbyterian Homes Project – request for bank qualification limit – City Clerk Cami Reber explained to the Council the request for use of some of Mantorville’s bank qualification status.  Each year cities are given 10,000,000 in bank qualification bonds.  Because the City of Rochester will issue more than the status given, they have to look for other cities to pool their ability to designate these bonds for the benefit of the project.  The developers will pay all costs including the legal fee’s and they are willing to pay Mantorville an administrative fee of $7,500.00 for entering into the Joint Powers Agreement.  Council would like to have better information presented before making a decision.  It will be tabled until the next Council Meeting on July 11.

c)  Set up working meeting for ordinances/policies for NW W/S project – At the 
regular Council Meeting on July 25, the Council will discuss the ordinances and
resolutions needed to be passed for the NW W/S project.  Lee Bjorndal, City 
Attorney, will need to be present for this meeting along with City Engineer Bill 
Angerman.  The Council will also discuss the budget to include input from Mark 
and Dave regarding projects and equipment needs for 2006.

6.  a)  Mayors Report – Budget and Planning Worksheet; vision meeting for the fall;  
work on City Zoning Code and City Comprehensive Plan.  Reminder of the July 
14 SMLM meeting in Red Wing.  Employee Reviews are due July 1, each 
Council member will receive an evaluation form to fill out for each employee 
and have back to City Hall by July 6, Personnel Committee will meet on July 7 
to go over them and then they will brought to Council on July 11.  Personnel 
Committee will also go over the applications for the Assistant City Clerk job on 
July 7 and pick out the candidates for interviews.

d)  Public Works Report – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member 
Nash to accept the cost for the new pump at the well.  Motion passed 
unanimously.  Cost is approximately $12,000.

Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to make the 
necessary repairs to the RV park power situation.  Cost is approximately $1,995 
and is mandatory by the State Electrical Code.  Motion passed unanimously.


Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Abel to get the cost 
estimates for shingling all three park shelters at the same time instead of just 
the one.  Member Nash will present it to the Park Board and see if the cost can 
be justified by the budget.  Motion passed unanimously.


Storm Sewer project nearly complete; small cleanup and seeding left to do.


Fifth Street East is becoming a hazard and with the new homes going in out 
that way the City needs to look at the options and concentrate on budgeting 
money away for the road.
