MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, APRIL 9TH, 2001

7:30 P.M.


The regularly scheduled meeting of the City Council was held on Monday, April 9th, 2001.

Members present: Mark Lamphere, Julie Larsen, Diane Wilke, Bob More and Diane Carlson (8:00)

Also present: Roger Petersen, Randy Carlsen, Bill Angerman, Mike Bubany, Shannon Sweeney, Ron Alberts and Richard Carlson

Acting Mayor Lamphere called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

MINUTES – March 26th meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $70,605.20 as submitted.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPLICATION FOR EXEMPT GAMBLING PERMIT:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to approve the exempt permit application for Rochester Ducks Unlimited Chapter 232.  Motion carried unanimously.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

• Member Wilke noted that Mantorville residents will now have to pay non-resident fees to participate in swimming lesson activities in Kasson.  Council asked the City Clerk to investigate the reasoning behind this change.  

• Member Larsen mentioned that Washington Street needs gravel and possibly blacktop this spring.  She also had received questions about the swimming pool fees.

• Member Lamphere mentioned Johnny Holmes will be playing in Mantorville in May and asked if the Council wished to hire extra patrol for that evening. Council agreed to the expenditure.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  

• Reminder that the Board of Equalization will meet on April 23rd from 7:30 to 8:30 p.m.


• Reported on the numerous complaints about the condition of the mobile home park.  

WHKS – Bill Angerman:   Mr. Angerman addressed several issues that Mayor Carlson had brought up.

1) He explained what his expectations of the City were and also asked what the Council expected from his firm.

2) Subdivision Ordinance – Mr. Angerman reported that the ordinance itself was fairly complete in its content.  He requested that when preplats are first submitted to the City, that he receive a complete copy which he will review and will submit his written comments or suggestions back to the Council.  The Council was in total agreeance that WHKS receive the maps and information immediately after it has been presented to the City Clerk.
DAVID DROWN ASSOCIATES – Mike Bubany and Shannon Sweeney:  Mr. Bubany relayed that Ron Alberts had decided to proceed with the TIF application and that the EDA recommends that the Council approve moving ahead with setting up a new district.  After much discussion, it was decided that the Council needed more information before making a decision.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to table a decision until the April 23rd meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Bubany and Mr. Sweeney presented a proposal for their services to develop a Comprehensive Plan for the City.  The total price was $15,000 plus reimbursable expenses not to exceed $500.  This price also includes a capital improvement plan.  They will submit a list of references for review.

WEBSITE LINKS:  Member Wilke asked whether or not any of the businesses or organizations mentioned on the website were reimbursing the City.  She said that if those businesses were receiving free advertising then all businesses within the City should be mentioned.   

MAYOR’S REPORT:  
• Mayor Carlson stated that she had talked with Paul Halverson from the Health Department concerning a routine inspection report.  She told Mr. Halverson that all corrections had been made years ago and that the report had never been updated.  He will issue a corrected report.

• Public dancing ordinance discussion – no action taken

• Sidewalk ordinance discussion – Public Works Director Mark Stevens will be asked to perform an inventory of all the boulevard sidewalks for tracking and mapping purposes. Mayor Carlson and Member Wilke were in favor of adopting a sidewalk ordinance.  The City Attorney was directed to draft one for Council review.

• Mayor Carlson reported that she had also received complaints about the condition of the mobile home park.  The City Clerk will send a letter to the owner about cleaning up the debris on the property.

ASSIGNMENT:  For the April 23rd meeting, all Council Members are to drive around the City to observe properties whose owners  might need to be reminded of the debris ordinance.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 9:15 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
