MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, MARCH 26TH, 2001

7:30 P.M.

The regularly scheduled meeting of the City Council was held on March 26th, 2001.

Members present: Diane Carlson, Mark Lamphere, Julie Larsen, Diane Wilke and Bob More

Also present: Russell Stammer of WHKS, Roger Petersen, Randy Carlson, John Goodman Sr., Ron Alberts, Bill Anderson, John Goodman Jr., Billy Glawe, Dale Brannan and Roger Nolte

Mayor Carlson called the meeting to order at 7:33 p.m.

MINUTES – March 12th meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Lamphere to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member More to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $9,625.58.  Motion carried unanimously.

DELINQUENT UTILITY ACCOUNTS:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to discontinue service to those delinquent accounts not paid in full by noon on March 30th, 2001.  Motion carried unanimously.

CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:  Mayor Carlson shared several items of correspondence she had recently received.

CLERK’S REPORT:  Permission was granted by the Council to transfer $50,000 from Citizen’s State Bank to Eastwood Bank to be deposited into the Advantage account used to pay the interest and principal for the G.O. Improvement Bonds, Series 1999A.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:


• Member Lamphere stressed the importance of developing a Comprehensive Plan 

ORDINANCE NO. 128 – the “debris” ordinance:  Council reviewed Ordinance No. 128 to see if any changes should be made.  After much discussion, the Council agreed to leave it as is.

JOHN GOODMAN & BILL ANDERSON:  Mr. Goodman wishes to subdivide 6 lots in Blk 11 of Frank Mantor’s Subdivision. Mr. Goodman had contacted Bill Anderson of Yaggy Colby to assist with replatting the property.  Mr. Anderson  reviewed the preplat process according to the Zoning Ordinance.  Consensus of the Council was for Mr. Goodman to proceed.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Wilke to approve the general development plan as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

WHKS – Russell Stammer:  Mr. Stammer presented the “professional services agreement” for the project described as Water Storage Tank Evaluation.  Cost of WHKS’ services will be $2,600 and will include collecting and reviewing information relating to the water system, performing a site investigation, preparing an engineer’s report to detail options for the water storage tank, provide technical assistance for the application and provide periodic reports to the Mayor and Council.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to proceed with the process.  Motion carried unanimously.

RON ALBERTS:  Mr. Alberts would like to build a four (4) townhome unit project at 615 Clay Street.  In order to meet all of the requirements of the Zoning Ordinance, he requested that the project be classified as a Planned Unit Development (P.U.D.).  Council agreed to hold a public hearing on April 23rd for the Preliminary Plat for the project.

BILLY GLAWE:  Mr. Glawe requested to close 5th Street West from the alley to Clay Street to hold the annual car show during Marigold Days.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to close 5th Street from Hwy 57 to Clay Street from 4:30 p.m. September 7th until after the parade on Sunday, September 9th.  Motion carried unanimously.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  Chief Dale Brannan and Roger Nolte presented information about a 1976 Dodge Pickup with “rescue box” that is loaned from the DNR to fire departments.  There are some necessary minor repairs totaling about $500.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Mayor Carlson to grant permission for the Fire Department to enter into this agreement.  Motion carried.  

MAYOR’S REPORT:  

• Mayor Carlson reminded everyone about the LMC annual conference in Duluth in June;


• She reviewed information from the Planning Task Force meetings;

• reported on a community summit meeting she attended with representatives from City of Kasson, Mantorville & Canisteo Townships, school district and Dodge County.  This group will meet periodically to discuss common issues

• stressed the importance of having a Comprehensive Plan in place

ADJDOURN:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Wilke to adjourn at 8:50 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
