1. Call to Order: The Council Meeting was called to order at 6:31 PM.

2. Additions/Deletions to Agenda:  Shaun Smallbrock – Probation Extension
3. Consent Agenda:  Motion made by Member Brannan and seconded by Member Abel to approve the consent agenda including the City Council Meeting Minutes  - February 27, 2006; the Warrant List – March 13, 2006; the Park & Recreation Board Meeting Minutes – January 31, 2006 and February14, 2006; Fire Department Minutes – Officers Meeting-February 27th & Members Meeting-March 1, 2006. Motion passed unanimously.
4. Public Concerns:  Jamie Jencks advised the Council there were many tree branches down at Slingerland Park, due to the recent snowfall.
5. Old Business:  
a) A resolution Adopting the 2006 Fee Schedule For the City Of Mantorville
i. Motion made by Member Ross and seconded by Member Brannan to accept  the 2006 Fee Schedule with the approval of Resolution 03-2006. Motion passed unanimously.
b) Care & Share


i. A letter and application was sent to the recipients of the 2005 Dodge County Care & Share Funds, asking them to complete the application and return to City Hall by March 23, 2006. An application was posted at City Hall and the Post Office for others who may be interested in applying.
ii. A list of applicants will be presented to the Council at the March 27, 2006 meeting.

6. Public Hearing:  None 

7. New Business
a) Park Board Update
i. Elizabeth Oolman, Chairman of the Park Board, advised the Council that the main objectives this year are to provide low maintenance for the parks and recreation areas in Mantorville. There are no plans for upgrades to any parks or recreation areas. Ms. Oolman indicated the Park Board’s 2006 budget is $18,000.

ii. Ms. Oolman submitted the name of James Jencks, to fill one of the Park Board vacancies, to the City Council.  Motion made by Member Brannan and seconded by Member Reding to approve James Jencks as a member of the Park Board. Motion passed unanimously.
iii. Ms. Oolman advised the Council that the roof on the Mantor Field Shelter/Bathhouse is in need of replacement.  Matt Brekke, Public Works Streets Supervisor obtained a quote of $1900.00. However, Matt indicated that he and Dave Leth, Waste Water Supervisor, could put on a new roof between 
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now and spring for a cost of $1000.00. Member Brannan made a motion to have Matt Brekke and Dave Leth re-roof the shelter/bathhouse at a cost to the Park Board of $1000. Motion seconded by Member Abel. Motion passed unanimously.
iv. The Mantor Field sign is in need of replacement. Matt Brekke obtained a quote of $600. The Park Board requested the cost be taken from its capital outlay budget. It was decided to table the issue, until the next board meeting.
v. The Park Board has established a set of Park Rules. Chairman Oolman asked the Council, if they wanted to develop an Ordinance to establish a fee for breaking park rules. The Council decided to table the issue until the next meeting.
vi. Ms. Oolman advised the Council they would be removing the three maple trees on the north end of the Riverside Park. One tree is dead and the other two are dying. They received a quote of $840 from Tom Johnson for the removal of the three trees.  The Park Board’s intent is to replace the Maples with three substantial size trees. They will probably use the money provided, in the memory of former City Clerk-Treasurer, Cheryl Selle.
vii. There are some large dead cottonwoods or willows in Riverside Park that need to be removed, due to a safety issue. Ms. Oolman said Matt Brekke and Dave Leth would remove those tress.

viii. Member Brannan told Ms. Oolman she should advise the Marigold Day Committee about the trees, as the removals may provide additional space for booths.

b)  David Dripps – Trails & Parks: Did not attend the Council Meeting
c)  Lawren Castner – Mantorville Township Fire Protection
i. Mr. Castner said the annual increase of $2.50, for 2007 and 2008 is a little harsh.  The current rate, per parcel is $65.00. Mr. Castner suggested a $.50 per year increase rather than the $2.50 per year increase.  Mayor Carlson and Member Nash will meet with the Fire Department regarding Mr. Castner’s concern.
d) Semcac – Donation for new vehicle 

Semcac’s Dodge County Bus needs to be replaced and asked the City of Mantorville to consider a $300.00 donation. Motion made by Member Reding for the City of Mantorville to donate $300 toward the purchase of a bus. Seconded by Member Abel.  Motion passed unanimously.
e) Rog Nolte – Mantorville Fire Department

i. Request approval to apply for 2006 Assistance to Firefighters Grant program. The FD requested approval to apply for a Federal Grant.  The grant is for Stabilization Equipment.  Currently, the department is using 2 x 4s and 4 x 4x. The cost of the equipment will be between $15,000 and $18,000.  The Federal government will pay 95% and the Relief Association will pay the additional 5%.
Motion made by Member Abel to approval the FD’s request to apply for the grant. Seconded by Member Reding. Motion passed unanimously.

ii. Mr. Nolte advised the Council that Mantorville City employees need to take the NIMS Training. At a minimum, they should take the Introduction to NIMS. He stated that for the City to apply and receive future grant, all employees need to be NIMS Certified. The Public Works Supervisor and Utilities Supervisor are certified due to their participation in the Mantorville Volunteer Fire Department.

Mr. Nolte stated the City needs to appoint/name an Emergency Manager. Mr. Gary Hodge, Dodge County, would assist and bring the Emergency Manger up to speed.  This is something that should be included in the Comprehensive Plan
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f) Dale Brannan – Mantorville Fire Department

i. Mr. Brannan recommended the Council approve the addition of Matt Brekke to the Mantorville Fire Department. Mr. Brekke is also on the Byron Fire Department. Byron advised Mr. Brannan they had no problem with Mr. Brekke serving on both Fire Departments.  Member Abel made the motion to approve the recommendation by the Mantorville Fire Department. Seconded by Member Brannan. Motion passed unanimously.

ii. The Mantorville Fire Department was called by Dodge County to a Methamphetamine Lab. OSHA requires that the Fire Department be on site due to anhydrous. The Fire Department wants to charge the individual arrested but will have to wait until the individual’s name becomes public.  The Fire Department ran a hose line.  The fee is $250.00.

iii. The Fire Department installed new muffler filter systems on their diesel vehicles. This has cut down significantly on the amount of fumes, after starting and removing the vehicles from the Fire Hall.
g) Shaun Smallbrock 
i. Mr. Smallbrock advised the Council of his disappointment with the decision made by the FD officers of Mantorville to deny an extension of his probationary status. Mr. Smallbrock turned in his Fire Department equipment. He has no interest in pursuing the issue or being a member of the Mantorville Fire Department. Member Brannan asked if he would consider talking with the Council’s Personnel Committee. Mr. Smallbrock said he would meet with them, but the meeting would not affect his decision.

a) Mayors Report: NONE – Mayor Carlson absent due to surgery.
b)   City Clerks Report
i. The City received a request to use Riverside Park’s basketball court for placement of chairs at a June 2007 wedding. Request forwarded to the Park Board.

ii. Letters were sent to all 2005 registered pet owners reminding them their pet’s current license expires on 04/01/06. Everyone registering their pet will receive a copy of the current Pet Ordinance and a flyer listing the fees charged, if their pet is picked up and impounded.

iii. Assistant City Clerk, Karen Khavari, will receive telephone training from GovOffice on March 14, 2006.

iv. Advised the Council that letters were sent to last year’s recipients of Dodge County’s Care & Share Program.

v. Advised the Council that on several occasions the City was informed that the gas station, previously located on the east lot across from Riverside Park had an oil pit. Karen Khavari will follow up.

vi. Karen Khavari asked Mr. Castner to provide two dates when the Mantorville Township could meet regarding the annexation. Mr. Castner will contact the City Clerk with the dates.
c) Council Members Report
i. Member Reding - Wanted to know if the City had investigated and compared the fee for an Off-Sale Liquor License.
