MINUTES – November 24th Meeting:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.
WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $78,616.11.  Motion carried unanimously.

ANNUAL EDA REPORT – Annie Brannan:  Ms Brannan highlighted the events and accomplishments of the EDA during 2003.  She also reported that the members were trying hard to fill the vacancy on the Board.  For 2004, the EDA will continue their active participation in the Sesquicentennial celebration and also try to work more closely with the local businesses.  

FIRE DEPARTMENT RELIEF ASSOCIATION – Roger Nolte:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to approve the gambling permit application for the annual raffle.  Motion carried unanimously.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Dale Brannan:  

∙ updated the Council on the slate of officers for 2004;


∙ reported that they will be receiving a $500 grant from the DNR;

∙ inquired as to the status of an earlier request to set aside $2,000 from their 2003 budget to be used toward the purchase of radios.  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to allocate the money if the City funds allow it.  Motion carried unanimously. 
CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  

∙ presented the existing fee schedule for review as requested at the last meeting and recommended several changes
TRUTH IN TAXATION PUBLIC HEARING:  EDA President Annie Brannan asked that the Council reconsider their earlier decision not to budget any money for the EDA.  Their being no further comments, pro or con, from anyone in attendance, there was a motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to close the Public Hearing.  Motion carried unanimously.  After discussing the budget, the Council decided to allocate $1,000 to the EDA by moving $250 from Street Miscellaneous, $250 from Park Miscellaneous and $500 from Streets Capital Outlay.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to approve Resolution No. 13-2003 “A Resolution Adopting the Final Tax Levy Collectible in 2004” at $321,246.  Motion carried unanimously.
COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:
∙ Member Nash reported that he had received additional phone calls concerning events at the Relay Station;

∙ Members Larsen and More reported several street lights that are not working properly


CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT:  Mr. Petersen reported that the property transfer to Dan Singfiel had been completed and presented the check for $500.

MAYOR’S REPORT:


∙ Council will meet on December 22nd for a short meeting;

∙ reported that staff members from Norm Coleman’s office had visited Mantorville to discuss his Rural Renaissance plan;

∙ distributed additional by-laws information for the Council to review;

∙ reported that Annie Brannan had submitted the lone application for the vacancy on the City Council.  Mayor Carlson opened the floor to nominations.  Member Larsen nominated Annie Brannan and Member More nominated Dick Swenke.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to close the nominations.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to appoint Annie Brannan to fill the vacant seat.  Motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:  Motion by Member Nash and second by Mayor Carlson to invest $30,000 in a two (2) year CD for the best rate possible.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ KM Telecom was the only application submitted for a cable TV franchise

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 8:30 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
