MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

Member Bradford asked if there was any action that Council needed to take on the CCR report.  Cami noted that it is for information only, no action needed by Council.  Motion passed unanimously.

5. Public Concerns - None
6. Public Hearing 
A) Tree Ordinance – 6:45 PM

Mayor Nash opened the public hearing at 6:45 PM.  A request was made by Dave Dripps to add the list of approved tree’s for planting into the document.  Member Roth noted that the ordinance refers to the U of M list as a reference.  That list can be obtained on the internet and it could change from time to time so it’s better just to leave it as a reference point for others to obtain.  

Andy Galbus asked if it incorporates all property within the City.  Member Bradford explained the reasoning behind the ordinance is to protect public trees, not trees on private land owner property.  It is not our intent to tell you what you can and cannot plant on your own private property.  Mayor Nash closed the public hearing at 6:48 pm.    

Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Bradford to approve Chapter 97 of the City Coded titled AN ORDINANCE ESTABLSHING RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE CARE AND UPKEEP OF TREES IN THE CITY OF MANTORVILLE AND ESTABLISHING AUTHORITY FOR SHADE TREE PEST CONTROL.  Mayor Nash noted that this is the first implementation of the ordinance.  If something comes up we may have to modify this.  Motion passed unanimously.
B) Comprehensive Plan update – 7:00 PM

Mayor Nash opened the public hearing at 7:00 pm.

Items noted by Andy Galbus and Dave Dripps were as follows:

· An update to the Demographic section.  Cami noted she updated as much as she could at this time.  Not all of the information is out yet. 

· Suggestion to take out the Community Strengths and Weaknesses section or amend it as it was done in 2006.  Council asked Andy to gather input from others to update this and bring back those suggestions.  
· Suggestion to add the NW water and sewer project to the Infrastructure section that was completed in 2006.
· Suggestion to add an update to the Stage Coach Trail.  Andy said he will help get that.
· Are there any updates to the MRA and Chamber Section?  Cami noted that she sent out notes to all groups represented in the Comp Plan and asked for input.  Only a couple responded.  Andy said he would try to get updates to those two areas.  
· Page 20 – take out #8 & #22.  Those are Historical Structures that no longer exist.
· Add the bike/walking tour map.
· Downtown Mid Term Goals add to examine the feasibility and financial source of installing a sidewalk in the commercial district along highway 57.  See if there is state funded dollars available to accomplish this. 
· Add off street parking is available at Riverside Park and Mantor Field.
· Add under Stussy RV Park that campers can camp; not just stop there.
· Dennison Field; add bleachers, score board and off street parking.
· Reflect all the work that the EDA Happy Trails Committee has done by adding the proposal to Council under page 11.   


Mayor Nash closed the public hearing at 7:29 pm.  Council will review the final draft with the suggested changes before moving forward to approving it.  
7. Old Business/New Business

a) Marvin Meyers – City Emergency Plan

Marvin Meyers has been working with the Red Cross and they have designated the Congregational Church as a shelter in the case of an emergency or disaster.  They are working on putting together a plan with volunteers to man this shelter.  He wanted the Council to be aware of this and have it noted in the City Emergency Plan that this is available.  This shelter has been certified by the Red Cross.  They are trying to get local people to volunteer for the training and be available in case of emergency but they can’t get people to commit.  They will pull people in from other areas if we can’t get enough local community people involved.

Council asked Marvin some questions.  He noted that the training is all free; it’s just a time commitment to be involved.  They teach Shelter Management, Mass Care Feeding, CPR and First Aid at the training.  He wants to find ways to get the word out better and get more people involved. 
b) Mantorville Relief Association Bylaws Amendment


Rog Nolte, representing the Mantorville Relief Association noted the two changes to the Relief Bylaws due to changes in State Statutes.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Bradford to approve the changes as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.  

c) Resolution 2011-04 A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A DONATION FROM KMBA

Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve Resolution 2011-04 A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A DONATION FROM KMBA.  The donation is for $500 and is to be used for Shakopee rock for the ball fields.  Motion passed unanimously.
