FARMER’S MARKET:  Brannan updated the Commissioners on the upcoming Farmer’s Market.   It will start on May 21st and run through the end of October, weather permitting; hours are 3 p.m. to 7 p.m.; location will be between Riverside Gifts and the VFW.  

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – continuing discussion:  At the June 5th meeting, the Commissioners will review and critique the information that has been prepared.  Plans are for a rough draft to be ready to present to the City Council for discussion at their June 24th meeting.  Lamphere will work on the Public Safety section, Carlson will work on the Image of City Government (Community Partnerships) and Selle will complete the Infrastructure chapter.  

KAAL TV:  Carlson reported that KAAL will be in Mantorville on August 21st to interview residents and officials for a segment on their TV station.  She said that there are eight (8) commercial spots @ $300 available for local businesses and she suggested that the EDA might assist with cost of the advertising to allow more businesses to participate.  Further discussion at a future meeting.

DODGE COUNTY EDA:  It was reported that the City Council approved a Resolution supporting the County EDA and that Mark Hanson would be available to assist the MEDA in projects or grant writing.  The County EDA will meet at 7:00 p.m. on May 16th at the Courthouse.

MEMBERSHIP:  Commissioners were asked to try to recruit someone for the open seat vacated by Lyle Hoaglund.

SMLM MEETING – October 30th:  The Southeastern Minnesota League of Municipalities will meet in Mantorville on October 30th.  Carlson would like to incorporate using as many local businesses as possible to make the evening a success.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Huppler and second by Selle to adjourn at 7:00 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
