MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, MARCH 28, 2005

CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Diane Carlson at 

7:32 PM.

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS:  Add Dale Brannan for the Mantorville Fire Department.
MINUTES – MARCH 14, 2005 CITY COUNCIL:  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nord to accept the minutes as written.  Motion passed unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Mayor Carlson to accept the warrant list in the amount of $7,084.53.  Motion passed unanimously.
MAINTENANCE REPORT:  Dave Leth was present from the City Maintenance Department to discuss the following:

* Spring clean up day is scheduled for May 9th.  


* Mark is to bring blacktop prices to the retreat meeting on April 16.


* Have bids ready for the 7th Street Storm water project for the April 16 retreat

* Discussion on the heating and cooling system for City Hall.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Nord to accept the low bid of $3,845.00 by Comet Heating and Air.  Funds will come from the General Government Building Repair fund.  Motion passed unanimously.


* Purchase of the cut off saw.  Now is a good time to buy as it is on sale.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Nord to purchase the saw.  Motion passed unanimously.


* Mayor Carlson informed Dave that the retreat date of April 16 is a mandatory meeting in which all City Staff must participate from 9 AM until noon.

DISCUSSION – SEWER AND WATER EXTENSION PROJECT:  Mayor Carlson gave a brief overview on what is happening at his point.  Bill Angerman discussed the letter that was sent out to all residents in the project area giving them information on contacts for capping the well and closing up the septic systems.  Grinder pumps that may need to be put in certain area’s are included in the projected costs but it has to yet be determined who will own them.  The Council could decide to reduce the number of sign ups required on the petition to go ahead with the project but that would require another public hearing and would push out the construction dates to next year which would also increase the costs.  Member Nord commented that he would like to see more signatures on the petition.  Member Nash commented that he would like to pursue those residents in the project area that the City did not hear from either way.  Member Nord asked if it is possible to find out how old the septic systems and wells are in that area.  Bill Angerman commented that the state does not require that information at this time – it would be hard to administer the age of the well and septic systems.  
Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nash to have Cami call the residents in the project area that have not contacted City Hall so far.  If they agree to the project, they need to come to City Hall to sign the petition.  If not, she will put them on the No list.  A special meeting of the City Council will be held on April 4, 2005 at 7:30 PM.  If the project goes, assessments will be on the tax rolls for 2006.  If the City does not receive 18 signatures, they will proceed with a second public hearing to decrease the number of required signatures.  Motion passed unanimously.
Bill Glawe – Mantorville resident, spoke against the project.

APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION 01-2005:  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nash to approve resolution 01-2005, Capitalization threshold.  Motion passed unanimously.

TBD – COUNCIL MEMBERS REPORT:  Member Brannan discussed items from the EDA meeting.  The Farmers Market is a go ahead.  It’s all the same as last year.  The Council gave the ok to proceed.

Member Brannan and Cami will work together on the agenda for the retreat on April 16.  The retreat is open to the public.  There will be a chance for public input from 1:00 – 1:45 PM.

A place for public input will put up at City Hall.
Member Nash – Nothing

Member Nord – A resident had called him regarding filling a pool.  Is there a discount given on the sewer?  Does the fire department do any pool filling?  There are no discounts given at this time and the fire department does not do any pool filling.

The Brekke residence has problems with the water filling around their house when there is a large amount of rain fall or in the spring time when the snow melts.  Can something be done there.  The Council instructed Mark and Dave to go and look at the area and come back with any recommendations.  Also there is a spot in front of Leon Cunninghams home, can a culvert be put in?  Mark and Dave are to assess that situation also and make some recommendations.  

DALE BRANNAN – MANTORVILLE FIRE DEPARTMENT:  The fire department made a request to be given the old heating and cooling system from City Hall for their new addition.  Council gave the OK.  Does the Fire Department need to do anything for the City Council Retreat on April 16?

MAYORS REPORT -  Mayor Carlson thanked Member Brannan, acting Mayor in Diane’s absence, for taking over the previous Council Meeting.  

Motion made by Member Carlson, second by Member Nash to close the public meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mayor Carlson closed the public meeting at 8:35 PM for the Executive Session.

EXECUTIVE SESSION – The meeting was opened at 8:40 PM for discussion of the Gergen vs. City of Mantorville case.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nash to close the Executive Session.  Motion passed unanimously.
OPEN DISCUSSION – The public meeting was reopened at 8:55 PM.  The City retreat was discussed.  The City Attorney Lee Bjorndal was invited to attend.

Motion made by Member Carlson, second by Member Nord to adjourn the meeting at 9:03 PM.  Motion passed unanimously.
