MINUTES – December 22nd Meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Nash and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $34,264.65.  Motion carried unanimously.

SENATOR DAVE SENJEM:  said that the session would be starting February 22nd in St. Paul; reported on the proposed funding projects that will be discussed; said that he would be attending the kick-off event for Mantorville’s Sesquicentennial celebration.

KENNEDY & GRAVENS CHARTERED – Mike Norton and Bryan Shirley - Interview for the position of City Attorney:  Mayor Carlson opened questioning by asking the benefits of belonging to state-wide organizations.  Mr. Norton replied that it allows them to network with other attorneys.  When asked how they would go about easing the transition between the “new” city attorney and the “old”, Mr. Norton stated that he would review the agenda and packet for the upcoming meeting and discuss issues with the Mayor or Council Members.  Member Nash asked about the role each attorney would play and Mr. Norton said that he would be the City Attorney and Mr. Shirley would be the prosecuting attorney for the City.  He reminded Council that his firm has many attorneys on staff and someone would always be available, if needed.  Member Nash asked about turn-a-round time – reply was within 24 hours but usually respond to emails and phone calls right away or within the same business day.  Mayor Carlson asked if the Council chose to split the civil services from the prosecution services, would their firm still be interested.  Reply was yes.  Mr. Norton also said that he would have no scheduling conflicts with Council meetings.

ANNUAL APPOINTMENTS:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Brannan to appoint Citizen’s State Bank & Eastwood Bank as official banks; the Dodge County Independent as official newspaper; WHKS & Co as City Engineers; John Nelson as City Auditor; Annie Brannan as Acting Mayor; Bob More and Annie Brannan as Water/Sewer Reps; Julie Larsen and Luke Nash as Fire Department Reps; Luke Nash and Julie Larsen as Park Department Reps; Bob More and Luke Nash as Street Department Reps; and Bob More and Annie Brannan as Personnel Reps.  Appointment of the City Attorney was excluded at this time.  Motion carried unanimously.
ANNUAL LAW ENFORCEMENT AGREEMENT:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to enter into the 2004 annual law enforcement agreement for $70,239.06.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members Larsen, More and Brannan voting aye and Member Nash abstaining.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  
∙ Member Nash reported that the joint powers board for the 4 Seasons Arena will be meeting on January 19th;

∙ Mayor Carlson reminded everyone that the Sesquicentennial Celebration kick-off will be on January 24th at 10:30 a.m. in front of the Opera House;

∙ Member Brannan gave a brief update on marketing strategies for the City.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  

∙ garbage hauler ordinance progress;

∙ After much discussion, there was a motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson that in lieu of citing Ordinance No. 157 there will be an additional $50/month added to those utility accounts that have not installed their water meter or have not had their transponder wired by January 26th.  The $50 penalty will be added to Exhibit A of the Master Fee Schedule.
