President Brannan called the meeting to order at 6:12 p.m.

MINUTES – May 14th meeting:  Motion by Commissioner Huppler and second by Commissioner Carlson to approve the minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

FINANCIAL REPORT:  Interest revenue of $6.46 and no expenses = $7.346.33 on hand.  Motion by Commissioner Huppler and second by Commissioner Carlson to accept the financial report as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Carlson reported on her findings after visiting other cities and EDA’s.  She stressed:

1) the importance of 2-way communications between the City Council and EDA;

2) the need for land use knowledge and zoning information;

3) annual progress reports to the City Council.

A LMC research memo entitled “Public Purpose Expenditures” was distributed.  This memo explains allowable and non-allowable expenses of public funds. 

Chamber of Commerce members will be invited to the June 25th meeting.

President Brannan reviewed the by-laws and noted several items that have been overlooked in the past.  She reminded everyone that the budget is due to the City Council by September 1st.

RESIGNATION:  There was a motion by Commissioner Carlson and second by Commissioner Lamphere to regretfully accept the resignation of Tom Heinowski.  Motion carried unanimously.

It was decided to invite Dale Maul of MnDOT to a future meeting to discuss possible funding or grants.

Motion by Commissioner Lamphere and second by Commissioner Carlson to adjourn at 7:04 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
