CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order by acting Mayor Annie Brannan at 7:30 PM.

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS:  Add Shaun Smallbrock for the Relief Association annual raffle, Pull Terry Sell.

MINUTES – City Council Meeting of February 28th and March 7th Special Meeting:  Motion made by Member Nash, Second by Member Abel to accept the minutes as written.  Motion passed unanimously.
WARRANT LIST:  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nord to accept the warrant list in the amount of $25,615.04.  Motion passed unanimously.

FIRE DEPARTMENT MINUTES:  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Abel to accept the Fire Department minutes as written.  Motion passed unanimously.

PARK BOARD MINUTES:  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Nord to accept the Park Board Minutes as written.  Motion passed unanimously.

DENNIS MANNING – Olmsted County Planning Department;  Mr. Manning was present to present information on what Olmsted County could offer the City of Mantorville in regards to building inspections.  They follow the State Building Code.  The City of Mantorville is looking for the building inspector to enforce the City’s Zoning Ordinance.  The current company, CMS, does not provide that service.  Olmsted County does not provide that service although if something does not look right, they will bring it to the City’s attention.  Olmsted County does take care of well and septic inspections.  Council made the decision to table this proposal and discuss it at the April 16 retreat.

RON ALBERTS – RE:  City property next to the new water tower;  Mr. Ron Alberts was present with the appraisal proposal of the property in question.  The appraisal gives a market value of the land at $38,500.  Some discussion took place regarding what Mr. Alberts is planning to build on that section of land.  His plans are to build ten single family homes and 3-six unit town homes.  If the property was sold to him, the project would start this summer of 2005.  Motion made by Member Abel, second by Member Nord to table this until the first Council meeting in April.  Motion passed unanimously.

RELIEF ASSOCIATION RAFFLE;  Shaun Smallbrock was present for the Mantorville Relief Association to request approval from the Council for the September 10, 2005 Marigold Days Raffle.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Nord to allow the raffle.  Motion passed unanimously.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  Rog Nolte was present and asked the Council if they would allow the Fire Department to apply for a grant that would allow them to add an exhaust diesel system to each fire truck that is more environmentally safe.  The grant would cover all but 5% of the expense.  The approximate cost is $40,000.00  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Abel to allow the Fire Department to proceed with the grant application process.  Motion passed unanimously.
