MANTORVILLE EDA MEETING MINUTES

1.  Call To Order – Commissioner Gall called the meeting to order at 5:53 PM.

2.  Additions/Deletions to Agenda –

c) Motion made by Commissioner Olive, second by Commissioner Bauman to recognize visitors on the floor.  Motion passed unanimously.

3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Commissioner Bauman, second by Commissioner Olive to approve the minutes of April 11, 2007.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Commissioner Olive, second by Commissioner Rapp to approve the minutes of April 25, 2007.  Motion passed unanimously. Motion made by Commissioner Bauman, second by Commissioner Olive to approve the financial report of March 30, 2007.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Visitors on the Floor – Teresa Hoaglund was present and inquired with the EDA if the West lot of the two lots across from the park, owned by the EDA, could be available this year for the art guild.  Could they start the RFP process yet this year?  There is a home that could be brought in to house the art guild.  There is a June 1st deadline in order to obtain the home.  If the Hoaglund’s can get some sort of indication from the EDA that the lot is available then they may have a temporary spot in which to move the structure until a permanent site is found.  Commissioner Rapp asked if there is a process that needs to be followed in the selling of these lots.  Chair Gall responded that she wanted to double check with Karl and Cami on the process but she was pretty sure that they would have to open up the RFP process.  Commissioner Huppler reiterated that the EDA has the full authority to own and dispose of property owned by them.  Although the EDA would have full authority, they feel it is politically astute to send the recommendation to the City Council for their input.  The EDA had previously set up a list of recommended uses they would like to see on those two lots.  Those uses are the ones they would like to stick by and hold to for each of the two lots now and in the future.  Commissioner Huppler stated that there have been additional parties interested in the property as well and the EDA would need to go out for RFP so everyone has a chance at the lots.  Discussion that the EDA may be willing to reopen the RFP process.  There are several requirements that will go along with the sale of the lots in order to meet the flood management ordinance the City has in place.  Teresa will bring back to the next EDA their thoughts on if the timing of reopening the RFP will work for them at this point.  The EDA will discuss this at their next meeting.  
5. Electronic Documentation – Tabled until the next meeting.

6. Gems of Mantorville – recognition of persons who have contributed to Mantorville in a significant way.  People who have made an impact on the community.  Honoring someone from the past who has made an impact on Mantorville.  Maybe Gems and Jewels, Gems of the past, Gems of the present etc.  Motion by Commissioner Olive, second by Commissioner Rapp that during Marigold Days, the Mantorville EDA will sponsor a historical gem and a present day gem from our community starting in 2007.  A process will be made as to how to nominate and choose the gem.  The EDA will make the final choice.  Motion passed unanimously.  Chair Gall will gather the information and bring back to the EDA for the approval of something to be advertised in the paper. 
7. Dodge County Magazine – Additional advertising in the Dodge County Magazine was discussed.  The idea was held off for this year as no money was budgeted for this item but they would hope to do something next year.  
8. E-Commerce and MN Pro – Commissioner Olive is talking with MN Pro and E-Commerce on getting information on Mantorville out there.  MN Pro lists all available property that is for sale in the City.  It’s done in several different ways.  You would have to get a hold of the realtor of the property to make sure that all the information is correct and contacts listed appropriately.  Commissioner Olive did get permission to update the City statistics and contact information.  As for the E-Commerce, she is waiting for some further information from John Bishop, who is out of town, and then she can get some further information sent to the E-Commerce.  

9. Transportation Enhancement Project – Commissioner Huppler informed the EDA that we did not qualify for grant money on the Transportation Enhancement Project.  
10. Survey for the Comprehensive Plan – Cami asked that the EDA members fill out the survey in regards to the Comprehensive Plan.  The survey is numerous pictures from our community and others and you are to rate them as something desirable or not desirable for our community.
