6. Public Hearing
a) 7:00 PM – AN ORDINANCE REPEALING IN ITS ENTIRETY SECTIONS 50.06, 50.07, AND 50.08 OF THE MANTORVILLE CITY CODE, and AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 51.03 OF THE MANTORVILLE CITY CODE.

Mayor Nash opened the public hearing at 7:00 PM.  He explained what the public hearing is for.  He asked three times if there was anyone present to speak on it.  No one replied.

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to close the public hearing at 7:01 PM.  Motion passed unanimously.  Council resumed the regular meeting.
Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to repeal section 50.06, 50.07, 50.08 of the Mantorville City Code and amend Chapter 51.03 as written.  Motion passed unanimously.  
7. Old Business/New Business
a) Dodge County Environmental Services Curbside Organics Collection

Rita Cole of Dodge County Environmental Services discussed the curbside collection of organic food waste.  Dodge County received a grant to purchase containers and bags to help get them started.  Troy Andrist, of ARI, is offering to help out with this.  
Food waste is heavy and wet stuff and to avoid land filling it, Dodge County would like to turn it into compost.  Some target letters have gone out to some businesses with food waste.  This could potentially save some dollars for businesses.   The collection could be twice a week.  The grant will also pay for compostable bags which might help with odor and leakage.  The program is hopefully going to go indefinitely.  The grant is only good until June of next year.  The ultimate goal is to cut down on the amount of garbage that is picked up.  The best case scenario would be to pick up the material for compost once a week and garbage every other week.  Paper products are also combustible.  Council’s biggest concern is leakage from the trucks and the smell.   
b) Matt Maas – Dodge County Hazard Mitigation Plan  
Matt Maas presented the County All Hazard Mitigation Plan which has been being worked on for the last year and a half with a group that represented each city.  The plan identifies potential hazards to the County such as flooding, tornado’s, etc.  It identifies techniques to mitigate the hazards.  Page 127 discusses the flood mitigation plan for Mantorville.  
What the plan does is allows the county to get FEMA dollars for potential hazards.  If you don’t have a hazard plan in place you don’t qualify for disaster funding later on.  This opens up funding opportunities for the county and the cities in it.  It is a county plan that cities can utilize.  The plan needs to be reviewed each year for any concerns/suggestions.  Priorities could change due to grant funding available.
