3. Consent Agenda - Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Carlson to approve the consent agenda with the following corrections to the Council Minutes of June 12, 2006; New Business (b) change the date of January 31, 2006 to January 31, 2007; (d) add …allows the city to collect up to 10%.  Motion passed unanimously.
4. Correspondence – No Discussion

5. Public Concerns – 

· Robert Lermon asked why copies of the Council Packets were not available for the public.  Copies use to be available but the public never utilized them so staff quit making copies to save on costs.  An extra copy will be available at all council meetings from now on.  Mr. Lermon was handed a copy of the packet.
6. Old Business 

a) Snowmobile Clubs & Ordinance Discussion – Joe Adams, Gary Thompson and Jerry Waller were present representing area snowmobile clubs.  The Mayor briefed them on the background of citizens’ complaints that led to this meeting.  The clubs are willing to do whatever it takes to work with the City and the citizens in order to comply with the ordinances.  They asked the Council if they would be willing to have signs put up at each of the two entrances into the City. The signs would indicate the trail and highlight the City ordinance such as hours of operation and the routes that have been established.  The clubs have snow fences they would be willing to put up along certain trouble areas in town to avoid damage to property.  Gary Thompson stated that when he conducts the 
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snowmobile safety training. He informs the class to follow city ordinances and find out where the designated trail routes are.  You will always have those ones that don’t follow the law.  Citizens are encouraged to call the Sheriff’s office with any complaints.  Although the Deputies may not be able to do anything about the initial complaint, they will know what areas are having trouble and will watch those areas more closely. The members of the clubs present commented that they had not received any complaints this past snow season.  The Council will follow up with the Clubs right before the snow season starts, to see how things stand.  Signs will be ordered and put at each entrance from the trail into the City and extra publishing on the ordinance will take place.
b) Concept plan – Ron Alberts and Lowell Overson were present to get input from the council regarding the concept plan they submitted for Zumbro Valley Estates.  The council replied that this stage, they are neither for nor against the concept.  Things will go through Planning and Zoning and they won’t see it until the preliminary plat stage.  As far as annexation goes for the project, they need to go to the township for their input.  Ron and Lowell will report back to the Council after they have met with the township.

7. New Business

a) Amended Resolution No 16-2005 Connection Fee’s for the Service Area of the NW Part of Mantorville – Motion made by Member Nash, second by Mayor Carlson to approve the amended resolution 16-2005 which adds to the original the cost of the connection fee that will be assessed to those property owners who so chose, and the percentage rate for the assessed amount.  Those two additions were required by the County Assessors office.  Motion passed unanimously.  The approval/passed date will be changed to June 26, 2006.
b) Olive Bros. Excavating, LLC – request from resident – Citizen Barb Nord who resides in the NW W/S project area is requesting that she be able to keep a line from her existing well hooked up for drinking water purposes when she connects to the city water and sewer.  Council is not sure if that is something that can be done.  Staff is to check with the County on any permit issues they may have.  The request is tabled until the next meeting.
c) Approval of Schimek Construction’s contractor license – Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nash to approve Kenneth Schimek dba Schimek Construction as an approved contractor for water and sewer hookups in the NW W/S project area.  Mr. Schimek provided all the necessary paperwork, paid the fee and provided the appropriate bonding as required by the City ordinance.  Motion passed unanimously.

a) Mayors Report – 

· The Mayor informed the Council that staff evaluation forms are enclosed in each packet and they need to be completed and turned in to the Personnel Committee by the July 10, 2006 meeting so they have time to review them and submit their recommendations by the July 24, 2006 meeting.  Staff evaluations are due by August 1, 2006. 

· The Mayor informed Council about the SMLM meeting on July 31, 2006.  Attendance is encouraged.  Contact Cami if you are planning to attend.

· The Mayor informed the Council about the Trails Committee meeting that will be taking place on Tuesday, June 27, 2006.  The trails committee is getting up and going again and volunteers are needed.

b) City Clerks Report – 

· Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Abel to approve Karen Khavari to attend the Clerks Orientation Conference on August 22, 23 and 24.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nash to approve Cami Reber to attend the MN Municipal Clerks Advanced Academy training in Brainerd on July 27 and 28th.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Cami gave an update on the KMTel public access channel.  It is now up and running and staff is working on adding information to it.  There are still some adjustments that need to be made but it will continue to be worked on.

· Luke will be contacting the County in regards to the questions on well abandonment for those residents in the NW W/S project.

Bill Reding –

· Has received complaints regarding the hours of operation for the contractors in the NW W/S project.  The complaints are stating that construction is beginning before 7AM and continuing past 10PM.  WHKS will be checking into this.

d) Engineers Report – 


Pete Engstrom of WHKS was present to give an update.

· The NW W/S project should be complete by the second week in July.  There will still be additional work in restoring the area back to its original condition, but the water and sewer lines will be installed completely. 
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· WHKS will be contacting SJ Louis in regards to citizen complaints.

· The feasibility study has been completed on 5th Street East.  Two options for improvements were submitted.  The first one allowed for a 10’ wide bike path on the North side of 5th street which would be for a bike/walking path.  The same option was given for the South side of the road although the cost would be more due to more fill, more of a retaining wall and extra work needing to be done because it is located so close to a historic building.  The trees along 5th Street East are growing well into the right away which is causing a lot of visibility problems.  The price for option one is $66,176.  The price for option two is $70,890.  A 10’ path is standard but they could go to an 8’ one to save money.  The Council questioned why the study ended at Mantor Drive.  They would like to see it go at least as far as Bergmann Drive.  They would like to consider widening the road at the same time as doing the improvements.  They also questioned the feasibility of adding the sewer utility while construction of the road was being done.  The project as submitted would take about 6 months and would be limited as far as traffic problems during construction.  Another questions asked by Council is if they could just widen the road and allow for the bike/trail path without the curb and gutter?  Due to the road widening, you will lose the ditch therefore will lose drainage.  The curb and gutter will provide for the drainage issue.  The study will go to the Planning and Zoning for their review.  Member Nash commented that this is a project that needs to be put on the front burner for planning.  Safety has always been an issue and the City needs to do something.  The plans will be brought to the Council Retreat on July 29th for further discussion.  The Trails Committee also needs to see the plans.
e) MFD – 

· Dale Brannan was present from the Mantorville Fire Department.  He is concerned about the private drive that is on the Keller plat at Jefferson and 6th Street that was submitted to the P/Z meeting.  It is too narrow and there is no way a fire truck can get out once it is in there.  There is no room for turn around and he would not allow any of his fire fighters to drive in there.  There is question as to if this is a City Street.  The City does not maintain it.  Staff is to get a legal on that area and find out if it is private, been vacated or is the City is responsible for it.
f) Public Works Report – 

· Matt Brekke, Public Works Supervisor was present and gave an update on the water line situation at the Hubbell house.  The Hubbell House fixed their problem with water pressure themselves but it still did not make the pressure at the hair salon any better.  The City is looking at what needs to be done to fix the problem permanently.
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9. Executive Session – None

10. Discussion – Member Brannan would like to see the budget amount remaining on the NW W/S project bond money.  Cami will provide that report and the final pay estimate will also show the pay outs.
