MINUTES – June 14th Meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.  

RESOLUTION NO. 01-2004 – tabled from the June 14th Meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to approve Resolution No. 01-2004 Vacating Blanch Street through the campground.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $9,085.93.  Motion carried unanimously.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Dave Leth:  
∙ reported that A & A Electric had finished the electrical work in Riverside Park and that the cement work will get done when the contractor has some time available;

∙ will get new bids for reproofing the fire hall for the July 12th meeting;

∙ potholes will be filled within the next couple weeks;

∙ discussion about the purchase of chemicals for the treatment plant and water department;
∙ Xcel will be installing a different transformer to handle 3-phase electric for the water tower;

∙ Mayor Carlson discussed the problems with the Sesquicentennial banner that hung across Hwy 57

OLD TYME DAYS – Darren Durst:  Mr. Durst thanked the Council for use of Riverside Park for the event.  He said that the turnout was good and they were looking forward to next year.

CITY ATTORNEY REPORT – Lee Bjorndal:  
∙ Mediacom correspondence:  He will review all of the information and respond to them, as requested;


∙ Gergen complaint – trial is set for September;

∙ Jr. Firefighter program – the fire department prefers to be independent rather than going through the scouting program – Member Brannan will have more information available for an upcoming meeting;

∙ Disorderly Use Ordinance – Deputy Rose reviewed the draft Ordinance and made several suggestions; Member Larsen will work with Mr. Bjorndal for have a finished product for the July 12th meeting.  The title of the Ordinance will be changed to “Rental Housing Registration Ordinance”.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Rog Nolte:  
∙ reported that they had received a FEMA grant for $30,825 to purchase new air tanks and that the Relief Association will pay the difference and also donate for additional ones;

∙ Mr. Nolte also stated that the Fire Department has received over $70,000 in grant monies over the past 4 or 5 years;

∙ Chief Brannan reported on the practice house burn that was held jointly with the Byron Fire Department and the Kasson Fire Department;

∙ Member Brannan thanked the Fire Department for the use of roasters, coffee pots and other items that the Sesquicentennial Committee had used during Olde Tyme Days.  Mayor Carlson included all groups that have been working together for the Birthday events;

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  reported that the office will be closed Thursday, Friday, Monday and Tuesday for the 4th of July holiday and clinic appointments.  Also, the office will be closed July 12th – July 19th to attend the Clerk’s Institute.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  

∙ Member Larsen reported that the ribbon cutting ceremony will be during Marigold Days;

∙ Member Larsen thanked Mayor Carlson and Member Brannan for all the work they have put into the Sesquicentennial events;
∙ Member Brannan suggested that possibly the Assistant Clerk’s position could be combined with a EDA person

MAYOR’S REPORT:  

∙ mentioned that the Personnel Committee is made up of Member More, Member Brannan and the Mayor and that they will be meeting soon to review the applications, finalize salary and hours, and a rating scale;

∙ distributed an “Introduction to Capital Improvement” and reminded Council that the annual budget will be discussed at each meeting in order to approve the preliminary budget by September 15th;

∙ would like to bring back the Comprehensive Plan for finalization and approval;

∙ LMC Regional meeting in Rochester on August 5th;


∙ SMLM meeting on August 10th in Winona;


∙ SMLM general meeting in Rochester on October 28th;


∙ LMC dues increasing 4.5% beginning September 1st from $918 to $959;

∙ reported on the June 22nd meeting on septic systems that had been discussed with Sandy Schafer at the prior meeting
