1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM

7. Old Business/New Business
a) Lyle Hoagland 

Lyle Hoagland was present to get permission for Old Tyme Days street closures and fireworks for Marigold Days.  He is requesting closures for the tractor display and the tractor races.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to approve the street closure request during Old Tyme Days for the area on 5th Street from the Alley to Clay Street from 8:30 am – 1:30 pm and then for the area on Clay between 4th and 5th Streets from 1:00 to 2:30 pm.  Adam will get them the barricades they need.  


Harrison Freeman will be doing the fireworks display again this year.  They will shoot off of goat island just like in the past.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to approve the fireworks display for the Saturday night of Marigold days.  A friendly amendment by Mayor Nash was accepted that all the proper paperwork be filed with City Hall before the event takes place.  Motion passed unanimously.  
b) Council Seat Applications/Review  

The City received applications for the open City Council seat from the following:  Bryce Gunderson, Henry Blair, Jim Maxson, Don McKenzie, and Andy Galbus.


The candidates were given a chance to introduce themselves.  Council Members interviewed the candidates by asking several questions.  Candidates were told that if they were not chosen, there are open seats on other City committee’s that they should think about applying too.    
Council recessed from 7:25 – 7:30 pm


Member Reding made a motion for Jim Maxson.  Member Bradford asked that the Council Members each be able to give their input before any motions are made.  Motion died for lack of a second.  Council Members all gave a brief statement.  


Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt that Jim Maxson be appointed to the open Council seat.  Member Reding stated that Mr. Maxson has the experience and he currently sits on planning and zoning.  After some discussion, the motion passed with Mayor Nash, Member Reding and Member Schmidt voting for and Member Bradford voting against.  Jim Maxson will hold the seat until the end of the year.  A special election will be held in November for someone to be voted in for the remaining two years.        
c) Approval of Council Member Appointment; Oath of Office  

Cami gave Jim Maxson the Oath of Office.  Member Maxson joined the Council table.
d) Dodge County Trails Association 

Jane Olive gave an overview of the DCTA and spoke of the trails and the projects currently underway.  There are legislative approved trails which some have been funded but some have not.  The DCTA has received Legislative approved funding for the Stage Coach trail in the amount of $550,000.  DCTA would like for Mantorville to take a leadership role in advancing the trail.  There are some letters of intent that need to be obtained in order to move forward.  The DNR will not move forward until all letters of intent are received.  


Kristin Alexander, part owner of the Coffeehouse, spoke.  She is a huge proponent of the stage coach trail not only from a business owner but also as a resident and for the safety of those residents out east of town including her own family.

Mayor Nash asked what it is that they are asking us to do.  The City needs to have a partnership with the DNR in order for this to move forward.  They are asking for the City to designate an area for the future corridor for a potential path to be built in the future.  The requested corridor is along 5th Street East.  They would like for us to designate a portion of the road right of way for the future path.  Mayor Nash said he would discuss this with the City Attorney and have him create some language to get this happening and bring it to the next Council.  Steve Hennessey, of the DNR was present and he noted that there are a lot of grant programs available.  Although most do require a match, there are a lot of opportunities out there to help with trail funding.  Next year, 2011, is the next grant fund cycle.  

Member Bradford removed himself from the table and addressed the Council as a resident and member of the DCTA.  He gave credit to the DCTA and all of their accomplishments.  They are all volunteers and have put in many hours to get here.  He feels the City would be well served to invest some money into this project.  They should consider all the solutions the DCTA has put out there today.       
e) RESOLUTION 2010-08 A RESOLUTION APPROVING A VARIANCE FOR AN OVERSIZED GARAGE IN AN R-1 DISTRICT

The Planning and Zoning Commission held a public hearing on Monday, May 17, 2010 for a variance request from Gary and Susan Reihl for an oversized garage.  The City code only allows up to 900 square feet and their request is for 1,136 square feet.  Planning and Zoning recommended to the Council approval of the variance request.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve Resolution 2010-08, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A VARIANCE FOR AN OVERSIZED GARAGE IN AN R-1 DISTRICT.  Motion passed unanimously.  
f) TMDL Grant Status Update 

Mayor Nash informed the Council that the City has been notified that they have moved up the list for the TMDL grant that they applied for in 2009 for the Mantor Drive Sewer Extension Project.  We now fall in the fundable range and are eligible to receive up to half the cost in grant monies for the project.  We must certify as-bid costs to the MPCA after awarding the bid by June 30, 2010.  
g) SEMDC Action Steps

Council was presented with a potential contract for service with SEMDC to come in and do a door to door survey to all the people that are attached to our sewer plant to get a better idea of the median income of those actually using the service.  This could help us to bring down our median income and be better eligible for grants for infrastructure projects.  The survey is only good for one year so the timing is important.  It is the consensus of the Council to table this until it is more advantageous.    
h) Connection and Availability Charge Ordinance Review

This is a draft ordinance that the Council should review and get their thoughts to Cami.  This will require a public hearing and Cami is planning to have that for the next Council meeting.

· Hydrant flushing took place on the 10th.

· Water main break on the 20th.

· Update on the tree trimming done by Olson’s Tree Service.  Adam should have Olson’s Tree Service give them the determination on if they think the tree behind Bill Reding’s house needs to come down or not and also take a look at the Congregational Church tree’s.  

· Brush cleanup took place on the 17th.

· Adam has a Community Service worker in town doing some small projects.

· The new manhole was put in on 4th Street and it should be patched next week.

· One of the nuisance vehicles has been removed.
· Letter went out to West Street properties; she should have an update at the next meeting.
