MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, APRIL 8TH, 2002

7:30 P.M.

Acting Mayor Mark Lamphere called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  Add Michael Law; delete delinquent utility accounts

MINUTES – March 25th meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $24,349.33.  Motion carried unanimously.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  
• Member Larsen reported that she had seen a young child riding a 4-wheeler on City property recently.  Member Lamphere then distributed Dodge Center’s ATV ordinance for the Council to review .  City Attorney, Roger Petersen offered to put a draft ordinance together which would also include golf carts and snowmobiles.  Member Lamphere added that the ordinance should read that the drivers must be age 16 and above and have a valid driver’s license.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  

• Noted that the Fire Department’s cube van had been sold to Ken Hill for $2,500;

• Reminded the Council that the April 22nd meeting will start at 7:00 p.m. because of the Board of Review meeting from 7:00 – 7: 30;

• Updated the Council that the demo vehicle parked at 521 Chestnut Street had been removed but that the demo vehicle at 1002 Main Street North was still there; Council agreed that the owner of 1002 Main Street will be cited.

AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE NO. 142, tabled from March 25th meeting: Mr. Petersen explained that existing Ordinance No. 142 would have to be amended to include that the licensed premises would have to be in conformance with the MN Indoor Clean Air Act in order to open at 10:00 a.m. on Sundays. Mr. Swenke stated that he had reviewed the MCIAA and was willing to make any changes or adjustments as required.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to approve the amendment to be known as Ordinance No. 150 which would allow the sale of alcoholic beverages in conjunction with the sale of food on Sunday to begin at 10:00 a.m. if the applicant is in conformance with the Minnesota Clean Air Act.  Motion carried unanimously.

MANTORVILLE BREWING COMPANY – Mike Wheeler:  Mr. Wheeler requested that the City grant a 15’ X 99.12’ access easement to Mantorville Brewery LLC so that the owners of the brewery would have access to the back of their property located at 101 5th Street East.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Wilke to grant the non-exclusive perpetual access easement as requested.  Motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Petersen will draft the document which must be then signed by the Mayor and City Clerk and then taken to the Dodge County Recorder’s office for recording.

PUBLIC HEARING – Variance requested by Caryl Dohrmann:  Mr. Dohrmann was present to request a Variance from Section 2.2.(1)(a) of the Zoning Ordinance in order to build a 40’ X 63’ detached garage on his property located at 835 Hickory Lane.  Mr. Dohrmann said that the building would be a pole-style shed to used to store his collector vehicles and tools.  A neighbor, Dale Hindal said that a  63’ building should not be in the City limits.  Richard Finley was present to speak in favor of granting the request saying that he has a large storage shed on his property so Dohrmann’s would not be out of place in the neighborhood.  Mr. Petersen reminded Mr. Dohrmann that a Variance would not include using the building for commercial purposes.  Member Wilke said that the Council should think about future development in that area and that a large pole barn might not fit in.  Member More said that he would rather see a shed built there than have multiple cars sitting around the yard.  Mr. Dohrmann said that the storage garage would look similar to the house and that it wouldn’t be an eyesore.  There being no further comments, pro or con, there was a motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to close the public hearing.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member More to approve the Variance as requested based on the fact that all of the criteria for granting a Variance had been met and that there were no factors present that would prevent granting the request.  Motion carried with Members More, Lamphere and Larsen voting aye and Member Wilke voting nay.  

MUTUAL AID AGREEMENTS – Fire Department:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to ratify the annual mutual aid agreements with the Cities of Blooming Prairie, Brownsdale, Claremont, Dodge Center, Hayfield, Kasson, Oronoco, Pine Island and West Concord.  Motion carried unanimously.  Roger Nolte asked about the possibility of setting the renewal dates at five (5) years rather than one (1) year.  Council agreed to that suggestion.  Mr. Nolte also reported that the Zumbro Valley Mutual Aid organization’s next meeting will be on April 16th at 7:00 p.m. at Mantorville City Hall.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  
• reminded Council that the next Community Summit meeting will be April 25th at 6:30 p.m. in Conference room B at the Courthouse;

• recapped the April 3rd EDA meeting held jointly with members of the Chamber and MRA;

• reminded Council that the LMC annual conference is June 18th  – 21st in Rochester;

• reported that the feedlot application had been withdrawn at this time;

• stated that the next SMLM meeting will be held on April 29th in Zumbrota.

MANTORVILLE TOWNSHIP BOARD MEMBERS:  Kevin Dohrmann, Lawren Castner and Harold Giese were present to discuss past due amounts owed the City for the lease agreement and electric bills for the township’s maintenance shed.  Member Lamphere inquired as to whether or not the shed was for sale and what the price might be.  Mr. Castner said that he had taken half of the replacement cost which would be $7,500 but that the Board had not formally discussed the sale or asking price.  Member Lamphere suggested that the City could pay the difference between the amount owed to the City and the Board’s asking price.  Board members agreed that they would prefer to be keep the two (2) proposals separate for better tracking purposes.  The Board will discuss an asking price at their next meeting on May 6th and return to the Council on May 13th.  Mr. Petersen reminded the Board members that the lease states that the building is to be used for storage and maintenance of highway equipment or the lease would be invalid.  The City Clerk will send a bill to the Township Clerk.

OLDE TYME DAYS – Mike Law:  Mr. Law, a member of the KM Lions, requested use of Riverside Park for the tractor pull on June 23rd.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to grant the request.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson and Members Lamphere, Larsen and Wilke voting aye. Member More was absent for this vote.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 8:45 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
