1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to Order at 6:30 PM.

Barb Ballard would like the City to review the ordinance that allows Chickens in town.  Mayor Nash asked for it to be put on as a retreat agenda item.

7. Old Business/New Business
a) Suhr Fire Bill Appeal 

Jerry and Joel Suhr attended the Council meeting to appeal the $500 Fire bill they received.  Mr. Suhr handed out information and pictures to the Council for review.  JJ Williams, Fire Chief, was also present.  He explained that the Fire Dept feels they are somewhat at fault for not returning Mr. Suhr’s fire permit right away from when they were going to try and do a controlled burn of the area.  Mr. Suhr did not have the permit in hand to be able to activate it.  However, that evening that he was burning, the winds were an issue as they were 15-20 mph with gusts up to 30 mph.  The Fire Department was dispatched by the Sheriff’s Department.    

Also present was Russ Lucas of the Fire Department and he was the officer in charge the night they were called out.  After observing the fire, he called dispatch and they did not have a burn permit on file.  Because it was dark and with the winds they couldn’t tell which way the fire was going, so he made the decision to have it put out.    
Mayor Nash feels that due to the confusion of the permit and Mr. Suhr’s attempt to have a permit, he doesn’t see anything else that was violated except not having the permit in possession.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Mayor Nash to void the bill.  Member Reding feels there might have been some confusion but the FD was making a call based on the time of night and not knowing where the fire was going with the winds the way they were. Member Reding made the friendly amendment to reduce the bill from $500 to $250.  Motion passed unanimously with the friendly amendment.  

b) Resolution 2010-12 A RESOLUTION SETTING CONNECTION FEES FOR THE MANTOR DRIVE SEWER EXTENSION PROJECT

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to approve Resolution 2010-12, A RESOLUTION SETTING CONNECTION FEES FOR THE MANTOR DRIVE SEWER EXTENSION PROJECT.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Several residents affected by this project were present and asked questions.  Dale Brannan asked if it is allowable for a homeowner to do the work himself to hook up and abandon the septic system, or do you have to have a licensed contractor?  The City will verify and send out the information to the residents affected.    
Barb Ballard asked how much the Bergmann residents paying.  Member Reding explained that the City is picking up a certain portion right now and in the future when Bergmann connects, they will pay back that portion.
Dale Brannan asked about paying for the connection now to his second lot.  Can he pay now or wait and have to pay a higher fee later?  He would prefer to pay it now.  Mayor Nash asked Council how they want to handle this.  It is the consensus of the Council to make things more accessible now and allow those extra lots to have the service run to them and they can pay the current connection fee.  Those with extra lots will be notified that they will have this option.  

c) AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 31 OF THE MANTORVILLE CODE
Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to approve AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 31 OF THE MANTORVILLE CODE.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) SOG’s approval for the Mantorville Fire and Rescue Department  

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to approve the SOG’s (Standard Operating Guidelines) for the Mantorville Fire and Rescue Department.  Motion passed unanimously.  
e) Amendment to Personnel Policy Addendum A Mantorville Fire and Rescue Department  

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Maxson to approve the amendment to the Personnel Policy Addendum A Mantorville Fire and Rescue Department.  The amendment makes changes by removing the word “Volunteer” and changes to match the SOG’s where needed.  Motion passed unanimously.  

f) Bluff Street Road Update  

Tim Hruska, WHKS, explained the Bluff Street Repairs.  The DNR allowed an emergency fix on the road itself but any further work on the slope will need to be permitted which may take 30 days.  We need to have the DNR approve this.
