MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, DECEMBER 10TH, 2001

AGENDA:  Deletion of Mediacom presentation; addition of Annual Law Enforcement contract and Annual Assessor’s contract, Rose Pappas and Luke Nash

MINUTES – November 26th meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to approve the Minutes with the changes to the sentences that now read “Mr. Petersen explained that he was not Mr. Wallin’s personal attorney, that the only reason he was involved in this case was because it happened inside of the City limits, and that he had serious doubt as to whether Mr. Wallin was a victim as that term is defined by State law.  Mayor Carlson had to disrupt the conversation several times and remind Mr. Wallin that this was a City Council meeting not a courtroom.  In the end, Mr. Petersen told Mr. Wallin that he could bring a civil claim against the other party involved in the altercation if he so desires.”  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $14,738.60.  Motion carried unanimously.

EDA REPORT – President Andrea Brannan:  Ms Brannan reported on the recent activities of the EDA including:


• meeting with Larry Gibson of Ottertail Electric Services about street lighting along Hwy 57;

• Jeff Mundt of Yaggy Colby attended a recent meeting to explain the planning services they have available, he will attend a January meeting to provide more details;

• beginning in January, 2002, the meeting nights will change to the 1st and 3rd Wednesdays of each month at 5:30 p.m.

• the bi-annual joint meeting with the Chamber will be in March.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  
• Request from Member Lamphere that the Sheriff’s office be able to use the city lot north of the ballfield for snowmobiling training, permission was granted

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT:  

• Mr. Petersen distributed a draft copy of a Mutual Aid Agreement to be used between fire departments in the Zumbro Valley district.  Council approved the wording and suggested that the Fire Chief signs and send out the forms to the involved parties and then return with them to the City Council for ratification.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  
• Annual law enforcement agreement @ $65,416.00– Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen carried with Members More, Larsen and Wilke voting aye and Member Lamphere abstaining.

• Annual Assessor’s agreement @ $3,246.00 – Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve the contract as submitted.  Motion carried unanimously.

ROSE PAPPAS:  Mrs. Pappas inquired as to whether or not the Council had plans to enact a cat ordinance.  Member Lamphere explained that unless the Council receives a petition from the citizen’s requesting such ordinance, that at this time, the Council doesn’t feel that one is necessary.

JOE WAUGH:  Mr. Waugh inquired as to the status of a City owned lot on the corner of Hwy 57 and 4th Street.  He would be interested in purchasing the lot for commercial development.  Member More stated that for a long time the many Councils have felt it should remain parkland.  Consensus of the Council was for Mr. Waugh to present a plan to the EDA for review.

FOUR SEASONS ARENA – Luke Nash:  Mr. Nash was present to update the Council about events and projects that the joint powers board has been working on.  Items include: the outdoor ice rink donated by the City of Kasson and placed outside the ice arena; blacktopping of the lot; outdoor lighting around the rink; cash flow; and collection of unpaid receivables.  The board meets quarterly and Mr. Nash will continue to keep the Council apprised as to the happenings.

RESOLUTION NO. 12-2001 – A Resolution Adopting the Final Tax Levy Collectible in 2002:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to adopt Resolution 12-2001 certifying that the General Fund Levy for 2002 be $227,577.  Motion carried unanimously.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS, con’t:

• Member Larsen reported that Gary Reihl has agreed to fill the vacancy on the EDA board.  Final action will happen at the January 14th Council meeting.

DEBRIS ORDINANCE:  City Attorney, Roger Petersen recommended that the Council adopt a policy as it would pertain to enforcement of the “debris” ordinance.  It was decided that the towing fee would be set at $100.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Lamphere to appoint S & S Auto Salvage as the duly authorized agent for the City of Mantorville and accept the submitted fee schedule for the period of January 1st, 2002 through December 31st, 2002 and that S & S provide proof of insurance to the City.  Prices for 2002 will be $100 for towing; $10/day for storage; $5.00/extra tires stored inside a vehicle; and $12.00/extra truck tires stored.  

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to adjourn the final meeting of 2001 at 9:10 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
