7. Old Business/New Business
a) RESOLUTION 2010-30, A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY FOR PAYING CLAIMS PRESENTED TO THE CITY OF MANTORVILLE FOR 2010.
Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve RESOLUTION 2010-30.  Motion passed unanimously.  
b) RESOLUTION 2010-29, A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING STORM SEWER CHARGES IN THE CITY OF MANTORVILLE FOR 2011
Motion made by Member Schmidt, second by Member Maxson to approve RESOLUTION 2010-29.  Member Bradford would like to see us ease into this and not establish fees for next year.  He noted that we have the ordinance in place and we can come up with the project in 2011 and then start the fee then.  Council discussed waiting to fund things until the exact project is approved or starting to collect a fee now and decide on the project later.  Member Reding noted that the people he has talked to don’t mind paying the fee but they want to see an active project moving forward.  A friendly amendment made by Member Reding that if fees are established, the Council has 3 months to pick a project.  If a project is not defined in the first quarter (2011), the fee will be suspended.  Motion passed with Mayor Nash and Members Reding, Schmidt and Maxson voting for and Member Bradford voting against.  .  
c) RESOLUTION 2010-28, A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE FINAL TAX LEVY COLLECTIBLE IN THE YEAR 2011

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Schmidt to approve RESOLUTION 2010-28.  Motion passed unanimously.  The 2011 levy for Mantorville is $423,038.  This is a 2% increase from 2010.
d) 2011 Final Budget Approval; General Fund, Special Revenue/Debt Service Funds, Enterprise Funds (Water, Sewer, RV, Storm Sewer)
Council noted that by adopting the levy, we also approved the budget as presented.

f) KM Tel Sign 
KM Telecom submitted an application for a sign to be put on their building in Mantorville.  Because the building is in the Historic District, the MRA is asked to provide their recommendation to the Council.  The MRA reviewed the request and submitted their recommendation and would like to see the tag line portion of the sign not included.  The Council doesn’t understand why the MRA would prefer not to have the tagline there because the age of the building is not of Historic significance.  They also noted that the tag line is the least significant portion of the sign and it’s the top half that will stick out more.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve the whole sign as a whole.  Motion passed unanimously.
