MANTORVILLE CITY COUNICL MEETING

Members present:  Diane Carlson, Julie Larsen, Luke Nash, Bob More and Diane Wilke (7:40 p.m.)

BID OPENING – Water Tower Storage project:

• Controls:  WHKS & Co. had estimated the cost to be $34,000.00 -  two (2) bids were received:  Automatic Systems Co.’s bid was $26,468,00; In-Control’s bid was $34,400.00.

• Water storage tower:  WHKS & Co. had estimated the cost to be $471,000.00 – three (3) bids were received:  Phoenix Fabricator’s bid was $428,576.00; Maquire Iron’s bid was $435,000.00; and Caldwell Tanks bid $454,100.00.  City Engineer Bill Angerman checked to see that bid bonds were included with all three (3) bids before recommending that Phoenix Fabricators be awarded the project contingent upon them producing an “experience” list and to award the Control contract to Automatic Systems.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to accept the City Engineer’s recommendation and award the contract for the storage tower to Phoenix Fabricators.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to award the contract for operating controls to Automatic Systems Co.  Motion carried unanimously.

OATH OF OFFICE:  The City Clerk administered the Oath of Office to Council Member Diane Wilke.

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  none

MINUTES – January 13th meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $16,983.79.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – WHKS & Co – Bill Angerman:  Mr. Angerman reported that he is continuing to work on updating the City’s maps.  There was minimal discussion about anticipated water rates.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT – Roger Petersen:  
• Member More asked Mr. Petersen to review the City’s Ordinances regarding retaining walls, specifically in relation to the John Gergen property.  After review of the City’s official flood map, it was noted that the property is not classified in a flood area.  

• Mr. Petersen distributed a history of his legal fees since 1982;

• He also noted that he has decided to focus more on municipal law than in the past and that he has accepted the position of City Attorney for the City of Wanamingo.  Since their meetings are on the 2nd Monday of each month, Mr. Petersen could possibly attend Mantorville’s a little late or only attend the meeting held on the 4th Monday.  Mayor Carlson reported that the Council could schedule any matters that would require legal opinions to be held on the 4th Monday.

• the 30’ easement from Henry & Sally Schleeter has been recorded.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  
• Member Larsen reminded Council of the Park Board’s public hearing on January 28th for the DNR grant for playground equipment.

• Member Nash reported that he and another Park Board member will meet with the Dodge County Commissioners to request a letter of support for the DNR application.

• Member Nash also gave a brief summary of the latest Four Seasons arena board meeting.

• Member Wilke thanked everyone for the flowers after her daughter’s hospitalization.

WATER METER DISCUSSION, continued from the January 13th meeting:   Member Larsen made reference to the Council’s decision at the December 5th, 2002 meeting to let Mr. Ferry install a water meter at his own expense but that the usage would not be billed based on the meter reading until the whole town has installed meters.  Consensus of the Council was that their previous decision stands.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  
• discussed possible LGA cuts that have been discussed at the State legislature in order to help remedy the State’s shortfall;

• reminded Members of the SMLM meeting January 30th in Chatfield;

• will be attending the Experienced Officials conference in St. Louis Park on February 28th & March 1st.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  
• reported that Mike Bubany of David Drown & Associates will be at the February 10th meeting to discuss interest rates and bond options for the water tower project;

• was approved to get additional microphones to better record Council meetings.

EDGEWOOD ESTATES PRELIMINARY PLAT:  This subdivision is not in the City limits but is within the 2-mile radius so the Council must review the preliminary plans for any recommendations and/or concerns.  The City Clerk mentioned that additional traffic on 5th Street should be addressed.  Council acknowledged receipt of the plat.

CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:  

• letter from Dodge County Coordinator Dave McKnight;

ZONING ORDINANCE DRAFT:  proudly presented to the Council by the City Attorney and City Clerk;  Council will read through it for changes or recommendations for discussion at the next meeting.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 8:45 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
