MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, MARCH 12TH, 2001

7:30 P.M.

The regularly scheduled meeting of the Mantorville City Council was held on March 12th, 2001.

Members present: Mark Lamphere, Julie Larsen, Diane Wilke and Bob More

Acting Mayor Lamphere called the meeting to order at 7:33 p.m.

MINUTES – February 26th meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $18,602.73.  Motion carried unanimously.

ANNUAL ON-SALE NON-INTOXICATING MALT LIQUOR LICENSE – Mantorville Social Club:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve renewal of the annual license for the dates April 1st, 2001 through March 31st, 2002.  Motion carried unanimously.

ANNUAL DANCE LICENSE – Mantorville Social Club:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve renewal of the annual license for the dates April 1st, 2001 through March 31st, 2002.  Motion carried unanimously.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Mark Stevens:  
• Mr. Stevens reported that the transmission is failing on the dump truck (aka the sanding truck), estimated cost to repair it is $2,000; 

• the D.O. and pH meter at the sewer plant need to be replaced.  Cost for a combination unit will be $1,500;

• 10 garbage receptacles have been ordered – they will be exposed aggregate style;

CITY ENGINEER REPORT – Bill Angerman, WHKS:  
• Mr. Angerman addressed the funding possibilities for a new water tower by providing information about the Drinking Water Revolving Fund and the application process.  Deadline to submit an application is May 25th.  He will present an agreement at the next Council meeting before proceeding with the application.  Estimated cost of the engineer’s report would be a couple thousand dollars.  Locations for a new water tower were also discussed.

• Mr. Angerman discussed the possibility of extending sewer and water to a property north of the City limits.  He said it would be tough to extend a gravity sewer but that one option would be for the owner to install a grinder pump, however he never recommends that the City assume ownership of it.

JOHN GOODMAN SR & JOHN GOODMAN JR:  The Goodman’s were present to inquire about issues relating to property they are considering buying and developing.  After much discussion, they were told to contact an engineer to see if the project was even feasible.

PUBLIC HEARING – Vacation of an alley in Block 6, Original Plat as requested by LuVerne Vangness: (8:27 p.m.) Mr/Mrs Rick Benner and Richard Carlson were present in favor of the Vacation, Jack Tully had submitted his favorable statement in writing, Dick Winchell had sent an email requesting that the Vacation not be granted unless he received an easement for access to his backyard.  Council Members agreed that they did not have the authority to grant Mr. Winchell’s request, that it would have to be negotiated between property owners.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to close the Public Hearing at 8:32 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to approve Resolution No. 03-2001 granting the Vacation request with the condition that the City retain a 20’ wide by the length of the alley for an easement for maintenance of the sewer main.  City Attorney Roger Petersen will prepare a notice of completion to be filed at the Courthouse.  Motion carried unanimously.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:
• Member Wilke reported that February had been “I Love to Read” month at the schools and that she had read to students at the Intermediate School.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT: Mr. Petersen distributed Resolution No. 04-2001 City of Mantorville Grievance Procedure for Resolving ADA Complaints for Council review and recommended that the Council adopt it to bring it one step closer to compliance of the ADA settlement agreement.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to adopt Resolution No. 04-2001 as written.  Motion carried. 

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:


• Mantorville Township’s annual meeting & elections will be held Tuesday, March 13th at City Hall;

• Larry Tripp had requested additional clarification of setback requirements for replacement of his mobile home.  Consensus was that it would be considered grandfathered if he was not changing the location, just replacing one home for another.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to adjourn at 8:45 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
