1. Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Annie Brannan.

2. Additions/Deletions to agenda – Handout from Member Khavari regarding Economic Development, Estimated costs on “Pappas Court”, area south of Hubbell House that the EDA is working on.

3. Minutes – Motion made by Member Huppler, second by Member Khavari to approve the EDA minutes of April 18, 2006.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Financial Report – Budget as of 5/16/06 = $4,890.00




        Check book balance as of 4/30/06 = $5,049.45




        Investment balance as of 4/30/06 = $11,556.27

Motion made by Chair Brannan, second by Member Huppler to approve the financial report as given.  Motion passed unanimously.

5. Items of Discussion;

a. Fuel tank removal update – An update email was received by Matt Brekke, Mantorville Public Works.  Monitoring wells will need to be put in due to a concentration of contaminates located under the “island” area.  Omni Environmental is going to start the Petro Fund paperwork.  The Petro Fund is a pay back fund for clean up of contaminated area’s.  Omni Environmental will take care of all the paperwork for the City.  

The EDA would like Cami to create a spreadsheet showing all costs involved  
with the tank removal and clean up.  She will present it at the next EDA 
meeting.


A question was brought up regarding if someone should build on the lots and t
they are contaminated.  What happens and what sort of information should be 
disclosed when selling the lots?  Are there certain reports that are required to 
be attached to the sale regarding the contamination?  The EDA wants to be 
sure they include everything that needs to be done to be in compliance.

Dave Dripps asked what sort of building can be built on those two lots?  Could a 
building be set on the lot raised above the flood plain?  Chair Brannan is going 
to get information on that.  She is still waiting to hear from Pete Engstrom of 
WHKS regarding the specifics of building on those two lots.  She is hoping to 
have more information for the next meeting.

b. RFP’s for lot sale – The EDA came up with a list of criteria they would like to see included in the RFP for the sale of the two EDA lots.  The commission came up with the final list;



a. Fits with the historical district

b. Provides financial means for future community investment for the EDA.

c. Has a financial impact to the community.

d. Creates foot and bicycle traffic to the City.

e. Increases tax revenue.

f. Something unique to the community.

g. A good fit in the community.

h. Enhance life for the City.


Cami will put together an RFP and present to the commission at the next EDA.  Legal 
descriptions need to be included in the RFP along with lot dimensions. Current zoning 
information regarding the district the lots lay in and also the historic requirements will 
be also included.  The EDA was questioning the need to have an appraisal done on 
the lots so they can come up with a reasonable sale price.  Dave Dripps informed the 
EDA that they could through a realty company to come in and give an estimated fair 
market value on the lots based on sales of other lots done in Mantorville.  Motion 
made by Member Huppler to begin the appraisal process on the two lots.  Motion was 
seconded by Member Khavari.  Discussion took place regarding the use of a realty 
company to do a fair market value as suggested by Dave Dripps.  Member Huppler 
made a friendly amendment to his previous motion to include the use of three (3) 
realty companies to perform the fair market value on those two lots.  Members 
discussed the cost of using a realty company versus doing the sale on their own.  How 
much would they lose in the sale having to pay a commission?  The motion died for a 
lack of a second.  Staff will do research regarding what lots in the City are selling for 
and bring that information back to the next meeting.  Staff will also check into the 
appraisal process.  
c. Mantorville Chamber request for funds – The Mantorville Chamber of Commerce has requested a donation from the EDA in the amount of $350.00 to cover costs associated with the traveling show in DesMoines Iowa.  The Chamber received other donations from other businesses in covering the costs associated with the three shows they attended in advertising Mantorville.  The EDA discussed their current budget and the cost they have paid so far towards the clean up fund, the low balance in their budget, and the anticipated costs yet to be paid in the clean up.  Although they will get reimbursement from the Petro Fund, the initial costs will still need to be paid to cover the bills until the reimbursement comes in.  The EDA is requesting that in the future, any donation requests come in ahead of the expenditure.  They would like to see the budget that is set on such shows that advertise Mantorville.  Motion made by Member Huppler, second by Member Khavari to approve the donation of $350.00 to the Chamber of Commerce.  Motion passed unanimously.
d. Election of Officers – Motion made by Member Khavari, second by Member Huppler to approve the election of officers as follows;

Motion passed unanimously.  Discussion will take place at the next EDA 


meeting regarding number of members and the bylaws.  There is concern from 

members of the Mantorville Citizens Group about the current positions of the 

EDA being held by so many Council Members and City Staff.  The EDA 


responded by stating that they are unable to get any other volunteers and if 

there are interested 
citizens in the community, some current members would be 

happy to step down in order to allow those citizens to take their place.  As of the 

current meeting their have 
been no additional applications submitted by the 

public.
e. Trails – Dave Dripps was present with the proposal from the previous meeting on the designated trail route that members were to look at and bring back any feed back.  The Park Board approved the trail route as recommended by Dave Dripps.  Motion made by Member Khavari, second by Chair Brannan to approve the trail route as introduced to the EDA by Dave Dripps.  Motion passed unanimously.  The EDA will now pass this route on to the City Council for final approval.

Adjourn – Motion made by Chair Brannan, second by Member Khavari to adjourn the meeting at 6:45 PM.  Motion passed unanimously.
