a) Canvass Elections Results Resolution 2010-23 A RESOLUTION TO CERTIFY THE RESULS OF THE GENERAL ELECTION HELD ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 2, 2010

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to approve RESOLUTION 2010-23, A RESOLUTION TO CERTIFY THE RESULTS OF THE GENERAL ELECTION HELD ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 2, 2010.  Motion passed unanimously.
b) Storm Sewer Draft Ordinance and Discussion on Fees – Set Public Hearing

Bill Angerman, City Engineer, updated the Council on the Letter we received from the MPCA regarding the WWTP.  He then discussed the Storm Sewer Draft Ordinance.  

Council discussed the draft Storm Sewer Ordinance and implementing of fees.  Bill Angerman, City Engineer, updated the Council on the previous discussions.  Every parcel that has a building on it will be charged a fee.  Typically, the more impervious surface you have the more you pay.  A large parcel with no structure on it would be exempt.  Bill is proposing that if there is an area that is mostly green space but has a structure on it, that it can be recalculated so that the large area of green space be exempted.  The City would set the Storm Sewer Fee each year by resolution.  


The Council agreed to set the public hearing for the first meeting in December, December 13, 2010.  Billy Glawe asked the Council how we can charge for something like this when don’t have the right piping, curb, gutter, etc. now as it is.  Bill Angerman explained that this is the reason for the ordinance and fee.  The City has storm sewer projects that need to be addressed and by setting up a fee and having a fund, this is how we can pay for these things instead of just taking the money from the general fund.  This is typically the way many cities do this and pay for their infrastructure needs.    

Bill Angerman will bring along the power point presentation he gave to Council previously to present at the public hearing in December.  
c) Events Ordinance Draft – Petition Received – 

Mayor Nash asked if anyone has any modifications to the draft ordinance.  Member Schmidt requested that we change the time under section 113.10 from 1:00 am to 12:00 midnight.  This would be the maximum time allowed for an event to play.  After continued discussion by the Council, a motion was made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson that we table this ordinance indefinitely until we have more information.  Motion passed unanimously.      
d) Fire Department New Applicant Approval – 

The application received by Michael Allen will be tabled until the next meeting.  The Personnel Committee has not been able to meet on this.


Member Bradford updated the Council regarding the previous FD new member application received by Bryce Gunderson.  A motion was made by Member Bradford, second by Mayor Nash that the City approves the application submitted by Bryce Gunderson to the Mantorville Fire Department.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Chamber – Member Schmidt noted that on November 11 there will be a dedication to the Civil War Memorial.  They will start decorating for Christmas next week.  There was a good turnout for the haunted house and a large contribution made to the food shelf.  

· EDA – Update given on the Happy Trails sub group for plans which include options for extending the underpass under the bridge as well as crosswalks, fog lines, etc, for bike paths and walking safety.  They were approached by a new resident that is looking at adding some business opportunities in town.  There is an issue with the north Welcome sign; there are 3-.22 caliber holes in it.  They haven’t decided what they will do at this point.  They still haven’t set a date that these will be turned over to the City. 
· Park Board – They are working on cleaning up the wood chips in the park.  Mayor Nash asked if the Park Board needs bike racks; he is working on a grant for this and other bike related things and he doesn’t want to duplicate things.
