2. Additions/Deletions to Agenda
a. Richard Balcome: Mr. Balcome asked the City Council to approve an attorney bill he incurred because of an easement issue. No letter or actual bill was submitted to the Council. Mayor Carlson told Mr. Balcome the matter would be referred to the City attorney for his opinion.
3. Consent Agenda

a. Mayor Carlson made a motion to approve the City Council Meeting Minutes of November 28, 2005, the City Council Special Meeting Minutes of December 5, 2005 (with corrections), the Park Board Meeting Minutes of October 6, 2005, the Fire Department Officers Meeting Minutes of October 31, 2005, the Fire Department Members Meeting Minutes of November 2, 2005 and the Warrant List. The motion was seconded by Member Abel. Motion passes unanimously.

4. Old Business
a. Ordinance No. 171 – An Ordinance Establishing Fees for Emergency Protection Fire Service. Member Nash made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 171. Member Abel seconded the motion. Motion passes unanimously. The Ordinance will become effective upon publication.

5. Public Hearing

a. Truth in Taxation Hearing: The Public Hearing was opened at 7:00 PM. Let it be noted there were no persons in attendance specifically for this hearing. The City requested no increase in property taxes. The budget for 2006 is $677,900.00, The Council will vote on the Final Budget at a special meeting on December 15, 2005. The Mayor made a motion to

close the Public Hearing. Seconded by Member Nash. Motion passes unanimously.
6. New Business

a. Resolution No. 19-2005, Cooperative Snow Removal. Member Nash made a motion to approve Resolution No. 19-2005, Cooperative Snow Removal on Trunk Highway 57 with the Minnesota Department of Transportation. Motion seconded by Mayor Carlson. Motion passes unanimously.

b. Liquor License Renewal, VFW. Motion made by  Member Brannan to approve the renewal of the Liquor, Wine, Club or 3.2% Licenses for the VFW. Motion seconded by Member Reding. Motion passes unanimously.

c. Park Board Resignation of Mike Doran. Mayor Carlson made a motion to accept the resignation of Mike Doran from the Mantorville Park Board.  Member Abel seconded the motion. Motion passes unanimously. Mayor Carlson and the City Council wish to thank Mr. Doran for his service on the Park Board.

d. EDA request for money transfer. Mayor Carlson made a motion to transfer $11,500 to a CD. Motion seconded by Member Abel. Motion passes unanimously.

e. Brad and Sue Lohrbach – Horse within City Limits. The Lohrbach requested a variance reduction in the size of the outlots being exempt from the platted areas as referenced in Ordinance No. 87, Section 1, Definition 2.  Mayor Carlson advise the Lohrbachs that their request would be forwarded to the City attorney.
f. Ron Alberts, Don Suhr, Jerry Suhr – Annexation. Mr. Alberts addressed the City Council with the idea of annexing the 75 acres +/- owned by the Suhrs. With limited information available to the Council on making an indicating, the City Council said, at this time, they were not opposed to the annexing idea.  Mr. Alberts will address the township at their next meeting.
Mr. Alberts will report back to the City Council, on January 9th, on the thoughts of the township.

i. Member Abel – None
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ii. Member Nash – Street light at 9th & Walnut is out. Will be attending the Township Fire Contract Meeting on 12/15/05 and will report back to the Council. There will be no skating rink at the park this year.

iii. Member Reding – None
iv. Member Brannan – The Sesquicentennial Committee has $700 left in their account and would like the money to be put in the EDA account. The Committee wants to release $106.18 to be paid to Julie Ann Angstman for scraping supplies, and pictures.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson to approve the payment to Ms. Angstman and put the balance of the money into the EDA account. Member Nash seconded the motion. Motion passes unanimously.

d. City Engineers Report

i. City Engineer, Bill Angerman presented a 2005 Project Summary. The Ten Year Street Capital Improvement Plan of 7/21/05 calls for a budget of $2,662,000.  The plan should be reviewed annually and adjust priorities as required.

ii. The Sump Pump Inspections are near completion. All residents and business have been inspected for a total of 286 inspections. There were 21 violation cited and 7 re-inspections to be completed.  The amount of water that can come from the 21 violations is significant. When the re-inspections are complete, there should be a significant decrease in the amount of clear water going through the sewer plant. Recheck of violators should take place in rainy season (May/June).
iii. The Northwest Sanitary Sewer and Watermain Improvements are on schedule. There will be a change order submitted because of the addition time and labor because one of the utilities companies did not locate their lines. This will cause a delay in the completion date. The contractor has conditionally been granted a 5 work day extension.
iv. Mr. Keller requested some additional sewer work done. The cost for Mr. Keller’s request is $2,625.00.  Mr. Angerman will get an agreement for payment prior to completing the work for Mr. Keller.
