MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING
MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 8TH, 2003

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Diane Carlson, Luke Nash, Bob More, Diane Wilke and Julie Larsen (8:15)

ALSO PRESENT:  Roger Petersen, Randy Carlsen, Ann Indykiewicz and Dale Brannan

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  add EDA minutes, water usage concerns and City Attorney’s report

MINUTES – August 25th Meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members More and Wilke voting aye and Member Nash abstaining.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $19,690.25.  Motion carried unanimously.

HIGH WATER USAGE DURING DRAUGHT:  Usage for August was averaging 200,000 – 250,000/gallons/day compared to normal usage of 80,000/gallons/day.  Concerns from the Maintenance Department employees were the cost of chemicals to treat that much water, cost of electricity to pump the water, the wear and tear on the equipment and the uncertainty of the well’s water level.  Consensus of the Council was that there wasn’t much that could be done to control the high usage at this time.

ANN INDYKIEWICZ – 603 Golfview Court:  There is a row of pine trees that separate Ms Indykiewicz’s property and Denison Park and she questions as to the ownership of the trees, the City or the Indykiewicz?  Member More suggested that Ms Indykiewicz find out whose property the trees are on before further discussions can take place.

2004 ANNUAL BUDGET:  Member Wilke suggested that the EDA budget be eliminated all together.  Member More suggested that the Park Department’s Capital Outlay line item be reduced in order to put more money into the Street Department’s Capital Outlay budget.  After much discussion, there was a motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to adopt Resolution No. 09-2003 setting the proposed tax levy collectible in 2004 at $321,146.  Motion carried unanimously.

COUNCIL MEMBER REPORTS:  
∙ Member Larsen reported that she had asked Dave Leth to put up “no parking” signs on the bridge for the weekend of Marigold Days;

∙ Member Wilke asked about the painting of the curbs on Hwy 57;

∙ Member Wilke asked the status of the John Gergen complaint (nothing new to report)

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT:  
∙ Mr. Petersen reported that effective August 1st, cities were given the authority to adopt ordinances charging city residents for emergency services and the means of collecting unpaid bills for such services.  Member More said that he feels the City’s residents are paying for the emergency services through their property taxes and that they shouldn’t be billed for fire calls, etc.  Fire Chief Brannan said that residents of the City and residents of the Townships should be treated the same way.  Mr. Petersen suggested that possibly the Fire Department should review their current charges to see if they are in line with other municipalities.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  


∙ Complemented all involved with another successful Marigold Days;
∙ said that visibility at the intersection of 4th Street and Hwy 57 was greatly improved because of the parking bans on the Hwy;

∙ reported on the meeting with Mantorville Township, Wasioja Township and Milton Township concerning the annual fire contracts and that all were agreeable to the rates that were set for 2004 ($60/parcel), 2005 ($62.50/parcel) and 2006 ($65/parcel)
