2. 2008 Budget Discussions – Mayor Gall gave a general summary of how the budget discussions will proceed with various departments having time to submit their information to the Council.  Three meetings have been set up for budget discussions only.  The Mayor outlined the new budget worksheet. 
· Mantorville Fire Department - Rog Nolte of the Mantorville Fire Department 
submitted his numbers for the 2008 budget.  It was discussed that a copy of the 
MFD budget be sent to the townships and invite them to a council meeting for 
discussion on the budget.  It is a good idea for the townships to see what makes up 
the Fire Department budget and why fee’s are set up the way they are.  The township took on a $1.25 increase per household in 2008.  The 2009 contract needs to be discussed and setting up a multi year contract so negotiations don’t need to keep taking place each year.  Discussion took place on the new fire truck and when the fire department thinks this may come into play.    

· 2008 Sheriff’s Contract – Cami was unable to get in touch with the Sheriff to find out what the expected increase may be for 2008 on the contract.  The Coucnil will use the 3.5% increase like the previous year.  Other items discussed were does the council want to entertain the thought of using the Kasson Police Department?  It was concluded that discussions would take place with Sheriff Gary Thompson before any discussions with Kasson.  Talk about adding a surcharge to tickets that are given out to help increase city revenues.  Talk about possibly using half time for sheriff’s department and half time for Kasson police. 
This discussion will be continued at a later council meeting.  Cami is to bring a copy of the Sheriff’s contract to the Council Meeting.
· Building Inspections – in setting the budget, allocate $500 to be used for rental property inspections.


The next budget meeting is set for July 24 at 6:30 pm.  Motion made by Member 
Brannan, second by Member Reding to adjourn the meeting at 8:19 pm.  Motion 
passed unanimously.
