MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
MONDAY, JULY 11, 2005

6:30 PM
1. Call to Order – Mayor Diane Carlson called the regular meeting to order at 6:33 PM.

2. Additions/Deletions to Agenda – 

5.c)  Mr. Lambert, Marigold Days Committee.

3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to accept the consent agenda as written.  Motion passed unanimously.
4. Old Business

a) Mary Ippell, Briggs and Morgan, bank qualification request – Mary Ippell, bond attorney for the City of Mantorville, was present to discuss the bank qualification request from Volunteers for America/Presbyterian Homes project.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nash to accept the Joint Powers Allocation Agreement upon review and approval of the City Attorney, Lee Bjorndal.   The City will receive a one time payment of $7,500.00 for their time in entering into the agreement.  All fee’s associated with the agreement will be paid for by the Volunteers of America/ Presbyterian Homes Project.  Motion passed unanimously.
b) Joe Waugh, Safeway Insurance – Mr. Waugh was present to discuss the annual renewal of the City policy.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Mayor Carlson to accept the policy as written.  Motion passed unanimously.  Mr. Waugh, on behalf of the Mantorville Relief Association, presented and requested the approval for the annual liquor license for September 10 and 11, Marigold Days Celebration.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Carlson to approve the 2 day temporary liquor license.  Motion passed unanimously.
5. New Business

a. Variance Request, Tom Buechler – The public hearing was opened at 6:40 PM.  The variance request is for the addition of a second story on an existing accessory building located in the R-1 residential district.  Per the City’s zoning ordinance 1.9 (5),  Detached accessory buildings in the Residential districts shall not exceed one story or sixteen feet in height.  Mr. Buechler wants to an additional 5 feet to his existing building.  No one from the public was present to oppose the request.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Abel to close the public hearing.  Questions regarding the zoning of the property and the recent metes and bounds split was discussed.  Although Mr. Buechler pays commercial taxes on the building, he is still zoned R-1, residential, therefore the variance is needed.  The finding of fact have all been met.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Nord to accept the variance request for the addition of a second story, 5 feet high, 1,400 square feet to his current cabinet shop.  Motion passed unanimously.
b. First Congregational Church request – The church is sponsoring a Fun Day on Sunday, August 21st in Riverside Park.  They will be posting signs along Hwy.57 to advertise for the activity.  Motion made by Member Nord, second by Member Abel to approve the request.  Motion passed unanimously.

c. Marigold Day Committee – Mr. Hoagland, Mr. Lambert, and Mr. Jenchs were present to discuss this years Marigold Days celebration.  The committee is requesting that services for Trash and toilet be billed to the City and the City to bill the MRA for reimbursement.  This is the way things were done in the past, but because the MRA has not had the funds available in the past couple years the City has paid the bill without reimbursement from the MRA.  The MRA fund is doing better now therefore they can reimburse the payment to the City.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nord to allow the MRA to reimburse the City for the toilet and trash expenses.  
The Certificate of Insurance for the annual fireworks display during Marigold Days was submitted.  A City application to allow for the fireworks will need to be filled out and filed.  Cami will send the MRA the required paperwork.  
There were concerns discussed regarding the new sidewalks in the park and driving ability for the vendors entering the park during Marigold Days.  The Council replied that no driving on the new sidewalks is to take place.  The MRA will need to get together with the City Maintenance Staff to discuss ways to get the vendors in and out of Riverside Park without causing any damage to the new walks.    

A request to hold Bingo on Saturday, September 9 form 1-5:30 PM at the Mantorville Social Club from the MRA.  Their current gambling license does allow for this activity.  Motion made by Member Abel second by Member Nash to accept the request.  Motion passed unanimously.
The Council has requested that a Member of the MRA, Marigold Day Committee, attend the second Council meeting in August to give another update on Marigold Days.

6. TBD – 

a. Mayors Report – A comment by Mayor Carlson as to the projects going on in the park and how good everything is looking.  The Park Board has worked hard and doing a great job.  She encourages anyone who has not been to Riverside Park to go there and see the progress.  The SMLM scheduled for Red Wing will not take place.  She will inform the Council when the next meeting will be happening.
b. Ross Abel – Discussion on the tree’s located on a property on 5th Street East.  The tree’s are in the City’s right of way and are growing into the street.  They are causing a visibility problem in that area and will need to come down.  The City will be taking the tree’s down in the future.

c. Luke Nash – Riverside Park is taking shape; he wants the locks put back on the bathrooms in the park to deter any future vandalism;  discussion on videotaping all the City property.  The Council has discussed the need for a list of City owned property and Member Nash is wondering if it wouldn’t be a good idea to video tape everything.
d. Annie Brannan – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nash to have Annie work with all City Department heads to create a spreadsheet for all City owned property.  The spreadsheet to be completed by September 1, 2005, the department heads to record all items with a value of $5,000 and above by November 1, 2005 and $1000 and above by February 1, 2006.  Motion passed unanimously.

The City Attorney, Lee Bjorndal, would like to meet with two members of the City Council to review the ordinances he has been working on regarding the NW W/S project.  Members Nash and Annie will meet with him on Monday, July 18 at 6:00 PM.

Suggestion from Member Nash that the money the City receives as part of the bond designation project, $7,500.00, be put into a special fund to be used to cover the costs associated with the deferred assessments on the W/S project.  Future discussion will take place.

Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Nord to adjourn.  Motion passed unanimously.
