Minutes, Meeting July 23, 2008

Call to order 6:05 P.M.

Approval of minutes from July 1, 2008 passed by v.v. (Nash abstain)

Financial report deferred until September meeting due to information not being received yet from bank.

OLD BUSINESS

Signage committee:  Jane Olive presented information for final approval of EDA.  Per sign cost estimated at $4455.45 (lighting not included).  Approvals and permits obtained from Dodge Co., MNDOT, have asked city for waiver of permit for south sign as it is within city limits.

Luke questioned if it would be a problem for the city to own a sign that was erected on county land and if permissions would be needed for maintenance.  Jane to check with Guy, her contact at the county.

A permit will need to be obtained from the county to dig under Co.

Hwy. 16 for lighting wiring.  This will be taken care when ready to proceed with electrical.

Motion by Jamie, seconded by Luke, to approve the signs up to $15K with any leftover funds kept earmarked for future sign work.  Passed by u.v.v.

Land Discussion with Park Board report:  9th St. land on south to remain park was sentiment of Park Board, land on north there was positive feeling about development.  Property around water tower the Park Board had no strong feelings about, but some sentiment that consideration for future park type use be given.  Park Board reported to have no interest in the "Park Lots" currently in the possession of the EDA.  EDA is interested in land right by the water tower in NW corner.

Planning subcommittee (Jen/Jane) report:  Informal meeting with Dick Leonard and Grumpy Selle regarding the "park lots".  It was their feeling that the Trails Committee would have no interest in purchasing these lots.  Discussion was had about visions from both sides on how this land could be utilized for economic benefit of the city and as a complement to the Stagecoach Trail.  Jamie suggested that other members of the Trails Committee may disagree with the sentiments of Mr. Leonard and Mr. Selle and possibly have an interest in at least one of the lots.  Again, reinforced that this was simply an informal meeting/open discussion about possibilities.

NEW BUSINESS

Gems of Mantorville:  Feedback requested regarding nominations for living and posthumous gems, nominations being accepted through August 15.

Discussion that there may not be time to obtain plaques if we wait until September meeting to choose.

Motion by Jamie, seconded by Luke, to allow Jen to select the gems with feedback from at least two other members of the EDA.  Passed by u.v.v.
