6. Sidewalk Upkeep & Snow Removal:  There are some store owners 



in the downtown district that are not removing their sidewalk snow 



promptly or not at all.  The City will send letters to all business owners 



reminding them it is their responsibility to keep their sidewalks “winter” 



clean.



It was brought to our attention that in the past, some City staff did 



special favors of snow removal for some residents and/or groups.  The 



City will no longer remove snow from any area with the exception of 



the City’s streets and maintained alleys.

c.  Council Members’ Report



Member Brannan:  The EDA requested the City Council to deed 



the two lots across from Riverside Park to the EDA for cleanup and 



development.. All expense and income from the property would



belong to the EDA. The Council asked the City Clerk to contact the

 

City Attorney and start the process. After the necessary paperwork



is completed, the EDA will bring the request back to the Council for



approval.





The EDA changed its meeting dates. The new meeting dates will 




be the 1st and 3rd Tuesdays of the month, beginning in March.
