ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA: none

MINUTES – February 24th meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $24,153.41.  Motion carried unanimously.

EXPERIENCED OFFICIALS CONFERENCE:  Mayor Carlson did a short presentation on the conference held February 28th and March 1st.  

NEWLY ELECTED OFFICIALS CONFERENCE:  Member Nash gave a brief report on the conference held February 28th and March 1st.

DAVID DROWN ASSOCIATES – Mike Bubany:  Mr. Bubany explained his letter detailing recommendations for structuring of water and sewer rates for system users in order to make the annual bond payments on the new water storage tower.  He presented three different examples:  #1) 70/30 split with base coverage assuming 30% of the expense and the volumetric coverage being 70%; #2) 90/10 split showing the base coverage to cover 10% and the volumetric covering the remaining 90%; and D/S, based totally on debt service repayment using fixed charges.  Prior to the installation of water meters and in order to make the bond’s interest payment on February 1st, 2004, he recommends that the City impose an additional $12.29 to the current base charge.  After meters have been installed, the City can begin charging for water usage with a volumetric component.  Based on previous discussion with the Council, he recommended that the City consider the rate structure under Example #2 which relies more heavily on usage than the base fee.  He also addressed a letter from Roger Nolte concerning the residents who live within the City limits but do not have City services.  Before making a decision, the Council suggested that the City’s Auditor review the information to make sure enough money would be generated to pay operating expenses, salaries and bond payments.

CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:   


• Date change of the Board of Equalization meeting to April 28th;


• Request from Make a Wish Foundation – Clerk was directed to comply with the request


• Acknowledged receipt of water tower maintenance information from Phoenix Fabricator’s Inc.

FINANCING NEW DUMP TRUCK:  Total cost of the dump truck is $99,327, not including tax or license.  There was discussion whether or not to trade-in vs trying to sell the “old” truck outright.  Consensus was to offer the “old “dump truck for sale for $15,000.  The City Clerk suggested that a $53,300 CD be used as a down payment on the truck and finance the remaining $46,027 through Daimler Chrysler for 5 years at 4.09%.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to put the “old” dump truck on the corner lot to be sold and to use the $53,300 CD as down payment and to finance the balance for five (5) years with the next payment due in March 2004.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:


•  displayed the “new” zoning map that will be presented at the Public Hearing for the Zoning
Ordinance on March 24th ;

• asked that Council determine the maximum square footage allowed for an accessory building without a Variance; Council recommended 900 square feet be used;

• reported that the Auditor will be here on March 20th and 21st
MAYOR’S REPORT:


• reported that City employee Mark Stevens’ step-dad had passed away 

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

• Member Wilke questioned the placement of stop signs on every corner on 9th Street going west from Hwy 57; Mark Stevens will be asked to analyze the locations;

• Member Wilke asked that Ordinance No. 93, which establishes a Volunteer Fire Department, be updated to include the approved changes;

• Member Wilke reported that the Fire Department’s bylaws and policies will be updated to reflect recent LMC recommendations;

• Member Larsen gave a brief report on the Park Board activities; 

• Member Larsen asked about the procedure used for the Fire Department expenditures.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to adjourn at 9:05 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
