MEMBERS PRESENT:  Diane Carlson, Julie Larsen, Luke Nash, Bob More and Annie Brannan

ALSO PRESENT:  Rog Nolte, Geno Wente, Brad Handevidt, Dale Brannan, Steve Milde, Ann & Todd Indykiewicz, and Missy Schimek

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  add Brad Handevidt, Park Board Minutes and campground issues
MINUTES – April 26th Meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $19,092.61.  Motion carried unanimously.
VACATION OF BLANCH STREET: A Public Hearing is scheduled for June 14th to consider the Vacation of Blanch Street from 4th Street to 5th Street through the campground.  

PARK BOARD MINUTES – March 30th:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to accept the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.
BRAD HANDEVIDT:  Mr. Handevidt requests a public hearing to Vacate the alley in Blk 24 of Frank Mantor’s Subdivision.  A hearing will be scheduled for June 14th meeting.

REFUSE HAULER DISCUSSION – con’t from April 26th Meeting:  After much discussion, there was a motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Brannan to cancel further discussion of limiting the number of refuse hauler licenses at this time.  Motion carried with Members Larsen, Nash, More and Brannan voting aye and Mayor Carlson voting nay.

ANN & TODD INDYKIEWICZ:  Council agreed that the pine trees bordering the Indykiewicz property at 603 Golfview Court actually belong to the City and act as the buffer between the residential lot and Dennison Park.  Mrs. Indykiewicz requested that the City maintain the trees in a better manner than what has happened in the past.  Member Brannan suggested that the Park Board representatives meet with the Maintenance Dept and the Indykiewicz to devise a plan.

MISSY SCHIMEK -  614 Walnut Street:  Ms. Schimek wanted the Council to be aware of traffic concerns at the intersection of Walnut Street and 7th Street, specifically speeding and ignoring the traffic control signs.  
COUNCIL MEMBERS REPORTS:  
∙ Member Brannan reported that she has received the insurance certificates for the fire works to be held on June 26th for Sesquicentennial celebration and September 11th for Marigold Days and she will follow up with the required applications;

∙ Member Brannan also reported that the new weekly Flea Market will be sponsored by the Mantorville Tourism group and the Farmer’s Market will be sponsored by the Chamber of Commerce and EDA; Council granted permission for both events to be held on Tuesdays in Riverside Park;
MAYOR’S REPORT:

∙ reported that due to the City Clerk’s illness, hours at City Hall will be curtailed temporarily.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to advertise for an Assistant City Clerk to assist in the office 16-20 hours per week.  Motion carried unanimously.

CAMPGROUND ISSUES:  Mayor Carlson stated that the motion to install a gate at the entry to the campground stand as voted on at the April 26th meeting.  Council suggests that new and expanded rules governing the campground be established and posted so that all campers abide by the same regulations.

DEB GUENTHNER – Bigelow Realty:  Ms. Guenthner requested information about developing a property in town that does not meet the criteria set forth in the Zoning Ordinance which reads that “Where both public sewer and public water supply are not accessible, the minimum lot area shall be one (1) acre.”  The property in question is barely ½ acre.  Member More told her to talk to Dodge County Environmental Health for a determination whether or not a septic system could be installed on that lot.
MAYOR’S REPORT, con’t:  
∙ Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to establish a budget committee that would evaluate the various departments and address staffing concerns and other expenditures and make recommendations to the Council.  Member Nash and Mayor Carlson will meet and report to the Council at the June 28th meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.
