ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  Addition of Gene Lushinsky 

MINUTES – January 27th meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes with the addition that the City Clerk is to contact Tom Ferry with the Council’s decision on water meter installation.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $21,781.18.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson and Members Nash, More and Wilke voting aye and Member Larsen abstaining.

CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:  

• from Dodge County Emergency Services regarding a disaster planning meeting;


• Mediacom franchise agreement

DAVID DROWN & ASSOCIATES – Mike Bubany:  Mr. Bubany was present to explain bonding options for financing the new water tower.  He said that the interest rates are very favorable right now and chances of the rates falling any lower are almost nil.  Since the contractor has indicated that he may get started on the foundation work in May, the Council needs to decide if they wish to lock in the interest rates now or take a chance and wait until the money is needed in July or so. The Council authorized Mr. Bubany to proceed now.  Mr. Bubany will return to the February 24th meeting with the agreement.  

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – Bill Angerman of WHKS & Co.: 

•  Mr. Angerman reported that he had received the “experience” list from Phoenix Fabricators so had sent the contracts to them for signature.  He reiterated that the foundation work may get started in May, the underground work could be in mid-summer and the construction of the tower might start in the fall and painting would be done in spring of 2004.  

• said that the City’s maps were almost complete and that he would send copies of the Zoning Map soon but that they still needed information to complete the storm sewer map.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  

• reported on the Clerk’s District VI regional meeting recently held in Lake City

FIRE DEPARTMENT RELIEF ASSOCIATION – Gene Lushinsky:  Mr. Lushinsky asked the Council to approve an application for the annual Relief Association’s raffle held in conjunction with Marigold Days.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION NO. 01-2003:  Member Larsen explained that Resolution No. 01-2003 is required as part of the DNR’s grant application that the Park Board will be submitting in March. The grant would be for playground equipment and infrastructure in Riverside Park.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to approve Resolution No. 01-2003 authorizing the Park Board to apply for funding on behalf of the City Council.  Motion carried unanimously.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  
• invited Council Members to attend an EDA meeting on February 19th to begin planning for the City’s 150the celebration in 2004;

• invited Sheriff Thompson to attend the February 24th meeting;

• reported that LGA could possibly be cut by 43% if the State Auditor’s recommendations are approved;

• set March 24th for a public hearing on the updated Zoning Ordinance;

• recommended that the locks to the City Clerk’s office be changed and that keys are recorded as they are given out. 

ZONING ORDINANCE ADDITION:  Member More suggested that Section 1.18 (f) Outdoor Furnace Systems should include corn burners as acceptable burning materials.  

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to adjourn at 8:35 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
