Cost of the application is $3,700 but Ms Kaslow also has financial commitments from several people that would possibly cover the entire cost.  Motion by Carlson and second by Nash to reconsider the EDA’s previous decision to table the idea until next year and to philosophically support the efforts of Ms Kaslow in organizing the community meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.
SESQUICENTENNIAL COMMITTEE UPDATE:  Brannan reported that she is pleased with the group’s commitment toward the celebration.  Events and dates have been finalized and the calendar will be updated to reflect the accurate information.   Brannan suggested the idea of a time capsule to be opened during the 200th birthday celebration.
MEMBERSHIP OPENING:  Commissioners will try to recruit a new member to fill the slate.

FARR DEVELOPMENT:  Selle reported that the assisted living developments had not received very high recommendations from other Cities in the area.  
YEAR IN REVIEW:  Brannan will present the EDA’s 2003 Year in Review to the Council to let them know what has been happening.  

ADJOURN:  Motion by Nash and second by Carlson to adjourn at 6:50 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
