7. Old Business/New Business
a) Mantor Drive Sewer Extension Project; Connection Fee/Availability Charge
Tim Hruska, WHKS, discussed with the Council the idea of the availability charge along with the connection charge associated with the Bergmann Drive future portion of the project.  The idea is that the Bergmann Drive properties will also share in the cost of the main pipe that will run from the current wastewater treatment plant to the Mantor Drive Subdivision.  The availability charge would represent their share of that cost and the connection fee itself would be for their portion of the pipe to service their subdivision.  This is not a lien on the property and it is being shown now to illustrate future possible costs.  It was reiterated that Bergmann Drive is not being considered for the City utility of sewer at this time.  

Tim also discussed the grinder pumps and how the city will need to maintain ownership if that cost is to be included in the PFA application.  We would need to obtain easements to be able to access them on each individual property.  Average cost of the complete grinder pump system is $6,000.  Each pump works independently.  If one has problems it does not affect the rest of them.  
Home owners in the Mantor Drive area that will be required to connect will pay for the connection to their home and also be required to abandon their septic system.  Tim received an estimate from Swenke Company of $1,500.  
A brief discussion took place on the sump pump program and how that program has helped the city with their I & I problem in the past.  The City should budget in the next year or two for random inspections to make sure everyone is following the program and to keep our I & I down.  
b) Animal Impound Services

The City received a request to consider Animal Impound services with KM Regional Veterinary Services.  It is the consensus of the Council that we give Carriage House, our current facility, a chance to bid on the service.  Council would then like to see side by side numbers and show how much the City lost last year on impounds that weren’t picked up.  
c) Council Member Salary Reduction 
Cami discussed with the Council that there is no statutory authority to allow Council Members to be able to choose what they are paid.  It could also become a potential problem because you need to provide equal pay for equal work.  The entire Council can choose to lower its salary rate and that would be effective for up to twelve months but then revert back to the original.  Council agreed to leave things as is and any member may donate back their pay to the City if they so choose.
